SUBJECT: Carroll City Ordinance Chapter 56 amendment

Chapter 56 of the Carroll City Code deals with dangerous and vicious animals. Over the
past year there have been a few instances where dogs which are at large have shown
vicious tendencies such as growling, lunging, and chasing of individuals. The current
ordinance does not deem an animal vicious unless the dog bites/attacks one or more
person or other animals. This has allowed dogs which have shown vicious tendencies
which are not currently defined by the City Ordinance to be returned to the owners and
allowed to remain in the City. The proposed change will allow the City to deem a dog
vicious before it attacks or bites a person or animal. This change will protect the citizens
from an unprovoked attack by removing the vicious animal from the City.

The first reading of this ordinance took place at the last council meeting on March 28,
2016. Since that reading I have not had any feedback from the public.

RECOMMENDATION: Council consideration and waiver of the second and third
reading of Carroll City Ordinance Chapter 56. Approval of the ordinance changes as

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF
CARROLL, IOWA, 2011, BY AMENDING PROVISIONS PERTAINING TO
DANGEROUS AND VICIOUS ANIMALS

BE IT ENACTED by the City Council of the City of Carroll, lowa:

SECTION 1. Chapter 56, Section 01, of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Carroll,
Iowa, 2011, is repealed and the following adopted in lieu thereof:

56.01 DEFINITIONS. For use in this chapter, the following terms are defined:

1. “Dangerous animal” means the following animals:

a.

Badgers, wolverines, weasels, skunk and mink;
Raccoons;

Bats;

Scorpions;

Piranhas.

2. “Vicious animal” means:

a.

Any animal which has attacked a human being or domestic animal one or more
times, without provocation while at large;

Any animal with a history to cause injury or to otherwise endanger the safety of
human beings or domestic animals while at large;

Any animal that has been trained for dog fighting, animal fighting or animal
baiting or is owned or kept for such purposes;

Any animal trained to attack human beings, upon command or spontaneously in
response to human activities, except dogs owned by and under the control of the
police department, a law enforcement agency in the State of Iowa or of the
United States or a branch of the armed forces of the United States.

TEDITOR’S NOTE: Certain other dangerous animals, listed in Chapter 717F.1, paragraph 5a, of the
Code of Iowa, are specifically prohibited and regulated by the Iowa Department of Agriculture and Land

Stewardship.






SECTION 2. REPEALER. All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict with the
provisions of this ordinance are hereby repealed.

SECTION 3. SEVERABILITY CLAUSE. If any section, provision or part of this
ordinance shall be adjudged invalid or unconstitutional such adjudication shall not affect the
validity of the ordinance as a whole or any section, provision or part thereof not adjudged invalid
or unconstitutional. :

SECTION 4, WHEN EFFECTIVE. This ordinance shall be in effect from and after its
final passage, approval and publication as provided by law.

SUBJECT: Cemetery Ordinance Update

February 2014, the City received a letter from the Iowa Insurance Division’s Securities and
Regulated Industries Bureau (SRIB). SRIB is required by lowa Code Section 5231.213A to
examine perpetual care cemeteries to test for compliance with statutory requirements. In 2014,
the city was required to submit information to SRIB for a desk audit review.

After the desk audit review, in December 2015, the City received a Compliance Examination
Report identifying the SRIB findings and recommendations based upon the information
submitted. Many of the findings City staff will correct by changing the language on the
“Certificate of Interment Rights.”

One finding requires a change to the City’s Code of Ordinances, Chapter 115, Cemetery.
SRIB has offered sample language to incorporate into the City’s ordinance to be in compliance
with State Code. Attached is an ordinance to amend the Code of Ordinances as required by
SRIB. The changes to the ordinance are operating procedures staff has already been
performing but were not documented.

RECOMMENDATION: Council consideration and adoption, by waiving all three readings,
of the attached ordinance amending Chapter 115, Cemetery.






ORDINANCE NO.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF
CARROLL, IOWA, BY AMENDING PROVISIONS PERTAINING TO THE CITY
CEMETERY.

BE IT ENACTED by the City Council of the City of Carroll, lowa:

SECTION 1. SECTION MODIFIED. Section 115.02 of the Code of Ordinances of the City
of Carroll, Iowa, is repealed and the following is adopted in lieu thereof.

115.02 TRUSTEESHIP AND ESTABLISHMENT OF TRUST FUND. A perpetual
trust is hereby established for the cemetery in accordance with Towa Code Chapter 5231, the lowa
Cemetery Act. A restricted fund is created, to be known and designated as the “perpetual care
cemetery fund,” which shall be funded by the deposit of an amount equal to or greater than twenty
percent of the gross selling price, or $50.00, whichever is more, for each sale of interment rights
within the cemetery. The fund shall be administered in accordance with the purposes and provisions of
Iowa Code Chapter 5231

The perpetual care cemetery fund shall be maintained separate from all operating funds of the
cemetery and the principal of the fund shall not be reduced voluntarily except as specifically permitted
by the Iowa Cemetery Act and applicable administrative regulations.

The City hereby states its willingness and intention to act as the trustee for the perpetual maintenance
of interment spaces and cemetery property.

SECTION 2. SECTION MODIFIED. Section 115. 04, of the Code of Ordinances of the City
of Carroll, Iowa, is repealed, and the following is adopted in lieu thereof:

The cemetery shall maintain a registry of
individuals who have purchased interment rights in the cemetery subject to the care fund requirements
of the Jowa Cemetery Act, including the amounts deposited in the perpetual care cemetery fund. The
registry shall include all the following;

1. Sales or Transfers of Interment Rights.
A. The name and last known address of each owner or previous owner of
interment rights, )
B. The date of each purchase or transfer of interment rights.
C. A unique numeric or alphanumeric identifier that identifies the
location of each interment space sold by the cemetery.
2, Interments.
A. The date the remains are interred.
B. The name, date of birth, and date of death of the decedent interred, if

those facts can be conveniently obtained.
C. A unique numeric or alphanumeric identifier that identifies the
location of each interment space where the remains are interred.






SECTION 3. SECTION MODIFIED. Section 115.05, of the Code of Ordinances of the City
of Carroll, lowa, is repealed and the following adopted in lieu thereof:

115.05 SALE OF INTERMENT RIGHTS. The sale or transfer of interment rights in
the cemetery shall be evidenced by a certificate of interment rights or other instrument evidencing the
conveyance of exclusive rights of interment upon payment in full of the purchase price. The
agreement for interment rights shall disclose all information required by the Iowa Cemetery Act,
including the amount or percentage of money to be placed in the perpetual care cemetery fund. The
payment of all fees and charges shall be made at the office of the Clerk where receipts will be issued
for all amounts paid. Said fees and charges shall be based upon the charges as established by the
Council by resolution.

SECTION 4. REPEALER. All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict with the provisions of
this ordinance are hereby repealed.

SECTION S. SEVERABILITY CLAUSE. If any section, provision, or part of this ordinance shall
be adjudged invalid or unconstitutional, such adjudication shall not affect the validity of the ordinance
as a whole or any section, provision, or part thereof not adjudged invalid or unconstitutional.

SECTION 6. WHEN EFFECTIVE. This ordinance shall be in effect from and after its final
passage, approval, and publication as provided by law.

* In July 2015 the lease agreement expired for golf cars at the Municipal Golf Course. Since
then the golf cars have not had major problems, just routine maintenance you would find
with 5 year old golf cars. Staff believes it is time to acquire new golf cars while the current
golf cars are in good shape and we can get a good purchase price for them. Staff sent bid
proposals to three golf car suppliers for the lease of thirty (30) golf cars for the next four (4)
years with an Alternate bid for an outright purchase of the thirty (30) cars. Attached is the
bid opening report. The bid proposal requested a four (4) year lease period, but asked
bidders to include other lease options, specifically lease purchase options.

Things that make the E-Z-GO bid attractive are the following:

1. E-Z-GO has the lowest bid for a 4-year lease and lowest price for the outright
purchase.

2. H&H Sports of Carroll would provide maintenance on the cars during the 4-year
lease period.

3. We have had excellent performance of golf cars on a 4-year lease basis.

4. The lease purchase option at the end of the 4-year period allows the City to
purchase the golf cars if desired. But that decision can be deferred until then.

Advantages to an outright purchase rather than the 4-year lease option would is the City of
Carroll would save $8,042.40 in interest. Also, the warranty is the same on an outright
purchase vs. 4-year lease.

If Council would like to enter into a lease-purchase agreement, State Code requires a
public hearing to enter into the agreement. The first step in that process is to set a public






hearing date for the next Council meeting, April 25, 2016, to conduct a public hearing.
Attached is a resolution to set that public hearing date and cause for notice to be published
in The Daily Times Herald. If it is not desired to enter into a lease-purchase agreement, no
action is required on the attached resolution.

5. HARVESTING OF CROPS. Tenant agrees to appropriately care for all growing crops in a good and husband like
manner, and to harvest all crops in a timely fashion.
