» Resolution

REAP stands for Resource Enhancement and Protection. It is a program in the State of
lowa that invests in, as its name implies, the enhancement and protection of the state's
natural and cultural resources. lowa is blessed with a diverse array of natural and cultural
resources, and REAP is likewise diverse and far reaching. Depending on the individual
programs, REAP provides money for projects through state agency budgets or in the form of
grants. Several aspects of REAP also encourage private contributions that help accomplish

program objectives.

REAP is funded from the state's Environment First Fund (lowa gaming receipts) and from
the sale of the natural resource license plate. The program is authorized to receive $20
million per year until 2021, but the state legislature sets the amount of REAP funding every

year.

The City of Carroll will be applying under the category City Parks and Open Spaces.
The grant program helps establish natural areas, encouraging outdoor recreation and
resource management. Three size categories have been established to assure grants
are distributed to all sizes of cities. Small cities are defined as under 2,000 population;
medium is 2,000-25,000 and large is over 25,000.

The amount of REAP grant money available to a city depends on its population.

Categories are shown below:

Population Max.
0-1,000 $50,000
1,001-5,000 $75,000
5,001-10,000 $100,000
10,001-25,000 $125,000
25,001-50,000 $150,000

50,001-75,000 $200,000






Successful projects include development of parks; multi-purpose trails (emphasis on
connecting existing trails); park shelters; lake or river shoreline restoration; fishing access
and habitat restoration.

ORDINANCE NO

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES
OF THE CITY OF CARROLL, IOWA, BY REPEALING AND REPLACING
SECTIONS 136.03, 136.04 and 136.05 AND ADDING A NEW SUBSECTION
TO 136.02 PERTAINING TO SIDEWALK REGULATIONS

BE IT ENACTED by the City Council of the City of Carroll, Iowa:

SECTION 1. NEW SUBSECTION. Chapter 136, section 02 of the Code of Ordinances
of the City of Carroll, Iowa, is amended by adding a new subsection I which shall read as

follows:

L Noncompliance with the Americans With Disabilities Act (ADA) standards and
requirements.

SECTION 2. SECTION REPEALED AND REPLACED. Chapter 136, section 03 of the
Code of Ordinances of the City of Carroll, Towa, is repealed and replaced with the following:

136.03 REMOVAL OF SNOW, ICE AND ACCUMULATIONS. It is the responsibility
of the owner to remove snow, ice and accumulations promptly from sidewalks and the owner
shall be liable for injuries and damages caused by the failure to use reasonable care in the
removal of snow, ice and accumulations. If the owner does not remove snow, ice and
accumulations within a reasonable time and after receiving notice by the City, the City may do
so and assess the costs against the owner for collection in the same manner as property tax. If
the City is required to remove snow, ice and accumulations after notice, this action shall not
release or relieve the owner of liability imposed above. The owner shall further defend,
indemnify, and hold harmless the City of Carroll, from and against any claim, arising out of the
failure to remove snow, ice and accumulations.

SECTION 3. SECTION REPEALED AND REPLACED. Chapter 136, section 04 of the
Code of Ordinances of the City of Carroll, lowa, is repealed and replaced with the following:

136.04 RESPONSIBILITY FOR MAINTENANCE — LIABILITY OF ABUTTING
PROPERTY OWNER. It is the responsibility of the owner to repair, replace, reconstruct or
cause to be repaired, replaced or reconstructed, all defective sidewalks and to maintain in a safe
and hazard free condition any sidewalk abutting their property. The owner shall be liable to any
person who may incur injuries and/or damages as a result of or caused by the failure of the owner
to use reasonable care in the repair, replacement or reconstruction of defective sidewalks.
Defective sidewalks are declared a public nuisance. The owner shall further defend, indemnify
and hold harmless the City of Carroll, from and against any claim, arising out of the failure to
maintain the owner’s sidewalk.

SECTION 4. SECTION REPEALED AND REPLACED. Chapter 136, section 05 of the
Code of Ordinances of the City of Carroll, lowa, is repealed and replaced with the following:






136.05 CITY MAY ORDER REPAIRS. If the owner does not maintain sidewalks as
required, the City may serve notice on such owner, by certified mail, requiring the owner to
repair, replace or reconstruct defective sidewalks within a reasonable time and if such action is
not completed within the time stated in the notice, the City may perform the required action and
assess the costs against the abutting property for collection in the same manner as property tax.
If the City is required to repair, replace or reconstruct defective sidewalks after notice, this action
shall not release or relieve the owner of liability imposed by this Chapter.

SECTIONS. REPEALER. All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict with the
provisions of this ordinance are hereby repealed.

SECTION 6. SEVERABILITY CLAUSE. If any section, provision or part of this
ordinance shall be adjudged invalid or unconstitutional such adjudication shall not affect the
validity of the ordinance as a whole or any section, provision or part thereof not adjudged invalid
or unconstitutional.

SECTION 7. WHEN EFFECTIVE. This ordinance shall be in effect from and after its
final passage, approval and publication as provided by law.

Option Il would be to utilize the area of the existing bike lane. This would
be a protected side path (Attachment B) through this stretch which would
definitely lessen the amount of fill along with the impacts to the ditch and
the golf course. However, if the additional width of ditch needs to be
developed to carry the drainage that would add significantly more to the
cost of the project.

Another option would be to construct the trail along the top section of the
backslope on the golf course side of the ditch), in which case you would
have substantial savings on the earthwork, but you are putting the users
more in conflict with the golfers.
