SUBJECT : Entryway signage-Council priority
After some research I have found the following history of “Carroll” signage over the years.

It appears there has not been a great effort by the City or other city related organizations to place
entrance or exit signs denoting Carroll. The only known sign from my research extending into
the era before my arrival in 1994 was a wooden sign on South 71 (I am sure there have been
other signs, but not identified at this time). Approximately late 1990’s, an entrance sign was
placed adjacent to Prenger’s Furniture and that sign was later moved to the Farner-Bocken site
on Highway 30 in recent years. Funding for this sign was provided by gambling funds in
Western Iowa (Council Bluffs). Approximately early 2000’s the Gateway Monuments were
placed at the intersection of Highways 71/30 which was one of the initial projects in the
“Corridor of Commerce.” The “Carroll” attachments to the monuments have been removed once
and repainted. The trees are beginning to mature and change the complexion of the area. This
site has some restrictions from the IDOT relative to any further improvements.

The Capital Improvement Plan (CIP) for Fiscal *17 has $40,000.00 allocated for initial study and
Fiscal *18 has $400,000.00 allocated from bond funds.

On February 23, 2016, the City entered an Agreement with the Catroll County Solid Waste
Management Commission for a joint public improvement identified as the Industrial Patk Road
Sanitary Sewer project. A copy of the Agreement and accompanying memorandum is attached for

reference.

The Commission’s consulting engineer, Foth Infrastructure & Environment, LLC, has completed
preliminary design work on the project. The preliminaty desigh wotk on the project has identified
that topography restricts the gravity pottion of the sanitaty sewer from being constructed as
originally anticipated. It is now detetmined that a lift station will be required to build a gravity
sanitary sewer along Industrial Park Road from Burgess Avenue to Kittyhawk Avenue. A lift station
would be proposed to be located at the intersection of Butgess Avenue and Industrial Park Road.

Foth Infrastructure & Environment, LLC has prepared the attached Updated Sewer Extension Cost
Estimate. The Estimate includes the City cost of a lift station less SCADA of approximately
$50,000.00. The City’s total Updated Cost Estimate is $198,914.50 + SCADA, compared to the

Agreement estimate of $150,074.00.

A lift station would be constructed similat to the cuttent lift stations located on Notth U.S. 71, neat
Van Meter, Inc. and Kittyhawk Avenue, near Wal-Mart. The Kittyhawk Avenue lift station was built
in 2007 at a bid price of $315,000.00.

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JOINT PUBLIC IMPROVEMENT AGREEMENT

THIS JOINT PUBLIC IMPROVEMENT AGREEMENT (hereinafter “Agreement”) is
made and entered into by and between the City of Carroll, Jowa, a municipal corporation
organized and existing under the laws of the State of Iowa (hereafter “Carroll”); and the Carroll
County Solid Waste Management Commission, a 28E corporation organized and existing under
the laws of the State of Iowa (hereinafter “Commission”).

WHEREAS, Carroll and the Commission have determined it to be in the best interests of
their respective constituencies to cooperate in the joint undertaking of a public improvement

project as herein defined; and

WHEREAS, Carroll and the Commission desire to enter into a contract under Chapter
28E, for the purpose of defining their respective rights and obligations in connection with said

project;

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual promises and agreements herein
contained and upon the following terms and conditions, Carroll and the Commission agree as

follows:

1. Purpose. The purpose of this Agreement is to provide for the joint exercise of the
respective powers of the parties in connection with the project hereinafter described pursuant to
the provisions of Chapter 28E Iowa Code (2015). This Agreement does not create a separate

legal entity.

2. Project. The Project is the construction of sanitary sewer from Burgess Avenue at
the Union Pacific Railroad to the Commission property. The Project includes two sections as

follows:

Section 1: A 10-inch gravity sanitary sewer and appurtenances extending from
Burgess Avenue and the Union Pacific Railroad to Industrial Park Road and

Kittyhawk Avenue.

Section 2: A 4-inch forcemain sewer and appurtenances extending from the
gravity sanitary sewer at Industrial Park Road and Kittyhawk Avenue to the
Commission leachate collection system lift station.

3. Project Cost.  The term “project cost” shall mean all costs and expenses
reasonably incurred by Carroll and the Commission in connection with the Project.

4. Properties Adjoin. Carroll and the Commission’s properties adjoin each other and
no additional easements or acquisitions of real property are necessary for the completion of the

Project.

5. Project Costs — Source of Funds. Project Costs incurred during the Project shall
be paid as provided in paragraph 6, below.

After receipt of the bids, Carroll will either reject all bids or
determine the lowest responsive, responsible bidder. The Commission will then either reject all
bids or determine the lowest responsive, responsible bidder and award the contract. Contract
award shall be contingent on each party accepting the same lowest responsive, responsible bid.

10.  Project — Timetable. The Project will be commenced on or about May 1, 2016
and shall be substantially completed by October 31, 2016.

11.  Agreement — Method of Approval. The Commission and Carroll shall approve
this Agreement by Resolution, which Resolutions shall authorize the Mayor and City Clerk of
Carroll, and the Chair of the Commission to execute this Agreement.

12.  Agreement — Filing with Secretary of State. When this Agreement has been
approved by the parties hereto, it shall be filed with the Secretary of State of the State of Iowa in
accordance with the provisions of Jowa Code §28E.8 (2015)

13.  Agreement — Effective Date. This Agreement shall be effective from and after the
date on which this Agreement is approved and executed by the Carroll and the Commission.

14.  Agreement — Duration. This Agreement shall be effective from the effective date
through the date the Project is completed and terminated.

15.  Agreement — Termination. This Agreement shall terminate after the Project has

As requested during our project call on June 6, 2016, Foth is providing the following
updated shared cost estimate for the Carroll County Force Main Replacement and Sewer
Extension project. The revised estimate includes the cost to install an 8-foot diameter lift
station that will enable the City to lower a portion of the gravity sewer to better serve the
properties along Industrial Park Lane and potential future expansion north of Highway
30. Items 8 and 9 include the lift station manhole, two-50-gal/min pumps, pump controls
and the cost to run electrical and phone service to the lift station for control and
monitoring. Larger pump sizes could be specified at a nominal cost increase; however,
given the current and near-term expected flows the suggested size will be adequate for
maintaining the service, while reducing the likelihood of pump compromise due to over-
cycling. Cost for integrating the system into City of Carroll’s SCADA system is not
included due to the unknown system needs associated with mode of communication,
monitoring and control, and City operation.

Ovetview

The goal of the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) Transition Plan is to ensure that the City
creates accessible paths of travel in the public right-of-way for people with disabilities.

The City evaluated the pedestrian circulation paths for pedesttian accessible route features within the
public right-of-way as required by the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) and its implementing
regulations (28 CRF 35) and Section 504 (49 CFR 27). The evaluation included, but was not limited
to, sidewalks, cutbs, cutb ramps, the portion of the street sutface in the crosswalk area, pedestrian
signals, and elevators ot lifts provided in the public tight-of-way and was based on the requirements
in Chapter 12 of the Statewide Urban Design and Specification (SUDAS) Design Manual, 2016
Edition. ’

On the basis of this information, this Transition Plan outlines the steps the City will take to provide
new, or upgrade existing, pedestrian access route features as trequited by the ADA and its
implementing regulations. The pedesttian access route features will be constructed or reconstructed
to meet the requirements in Chapter 12 of the SUDAS Design Manual, effective at the time of
letting or at the time of construction if using City forces.

Inventory

The inventory is based on our evaluation of all locations whete no cutb ramps ate provided at the
intetsection of existing sidewalks and public streets; where non-compliant curb ramps, sidewalks,
and other features exist; and where existing features are in poor condition. Featutes may include,
but are not limited to, sidewalks, cutbs, cutb ramps, the pottion of the street sutface in the crosswalk
area, pedestrian signals, and elevators or lifts provided in the public tight-of-way. The evaluation
was completed June of 2016 and will be updated every yeat.

Priorities

Cutb ramps, sidewalks, and other featutes will be installed or reinstalled in the locations identified
on the pedestrian access route inventory according to the following ptiotities:

1. Citizen requests/complaints.

2. Local government offices and facilities (City Hall, Libraty, Recteation Center, etc.)
3. Places of public accommodation (Central Business District, etc.)

4. Othet areas

The City anticipates budgeting $50,000.00, annually, for its cutb ramp program from the
funds legally available for ADA specific ptrojects as defined in this Transition Plan.

These pedestrian access route featutes may be constructed at the
time of the roadway or pedestrian project, even if they are identified as a lower ptiotity in
this Transition Plan. The cost of this work will be paid for using funds allocated for the
roadway or pedestrian project.

Complaint Procedure
Allegations of discrimination in Federally assisted programs ot activities

The City of Catroll adopts the following ADA discrimination complaint procedutes fot complaints
relating to transportation-related programs ot activities.

1. Filing a disctimination complaint: Any person who believes that they, or any class of
individuals, or in connection with any disadvantaged business entetprise (DBE), has been or is
being sub]ected to discrimination prohibited by the Civil Rights Act of 1964, the Ametican with
Disabilities Act of 1990, Section 504 of the Vocational Rehabilitation Act of 1973, and Civil

Rights Restoration Act of 1987, as amended, has the right to file a complaint.

Any individual ﬁshﬁg to file a discrimination complaint is given the option to file the complaint
with the City, or directly with the Iowa DOT, FHWA, USDOT, and U.S. Depattment of Justice

(USDQ])). Complaiﬁts may be filed with all agencies simultaneously.

No individual or agency shall refuse setvice, dischatge, or retaliate in any mannet against any
persons because that individual has filed a disctrimination complaint, instituted any proceeding
related to a discrimination complaint, testified, or is about to testify, in any proceeding ot
investigation related to a dlscnmmaﬂon complaint, or has provided information ot assisted in an

investigation.

2. Complaint filing time-frame: A disctimination complaint must be filed within 180 calendar
days of either:

a. 'The alleged act of discrimination, or
. Date when the person(s) became aware of the alleged discrimination, ot
c. Date on which the conduct was discontinued, if there has been a continuing coutse of

conduct.

The City or its designee may extend the time for filing ot waive the time limit in the interest of
justice, specifying in writing the reason for so doing.

3. Contents of a complaint: A discrimination complaint must be wtitten. The document must
contain the following information:

a. 'The complainant’s name and address, or other means by which the complainant may be
contacted.

b. Identification of individual(s) or organization(s) tesponsible for the alleged
discrimination.

c. A description of the complainant’s allegations, which may include enough detail to
determine if the City has jurisdiction over the complaint and if the complaint was filed
timely.

d. Specific prohibited bases of alleged discrimination (i.e., disability, race, color, gender,
etc.).

e. Appatent metit of the complaint.

f. The complainant’s signature or signature of their authotized representative.

In the event that a person makes a verbal complaint of disctimination to an officer ot employee
of the City, the complainant shall be interviewed by the City’s ADA Coordinator. If necessaty,
the City’s ADA Coordinator will assist the complainant in reducing the complaint to wtiting and
then submit the written version of the complaint to the person for signhature.

4. Complaints against the City: Any complaints received against the City should immediately be
forwarded to the Iowa DOT for investigation. The City shall not investigate any complaint in
which it has been named in the complamt.

5. Notice of Receipt: All complaints shall be referred to the City’s ADA Coordinator for review
and action. Within 10 days of receipt of the disctimination complaint, the City’s ADA
Cootdinator shall issue an initial written Notice of Receipt that:

a. Acknowledges receipt of the discrimination complaint.

b. Advises the complainant of their right to seek representation by an attorney or other
individual of theit choice in the disctimination complaint process

c. Contains a list of each issue raised in the discrimination complaint.

d. Advises the complainant of the time-frames for processing the discrimination complaint
and providing a determination.

e. Advises the complainant of other avenues of redress of their complaint, including the
Towa DOT, FHWA, USDOT and USDOJ.

6. Notification to the Iowa DOT of a complaint: The City shall advise the Iowa DOT ADA
Program Coordinator within 10 business days of receipt of the complaint. Generally, the
following information will be included in evety notification to the Iowa DOT.

Name, address and phone number of the complainant

Name(s) and address(es) of alleged discrimination official(s)

Basis of complaint (i.e., disability, race, color, gender, etc.)

Date of alleged discriminatory act(s)

Date of complaint received by the City

A statement of the complaint

Other agencies (state, local or federal) where the complaint has been filed

An explanation of the actions the City has taken or proposed to resolve the issue
identified in the complaint.

7. Processing a complaint and time-frame: The total time allowed for processing a
disctimination complaint is 90 calendar days from the date the complaint was filed. Thete is no
extension available at this level. This time-frame includes 60 calendar days at the City level and
30 days for review at the State level, if needed.

If the complainant elects to file a complaint with both the City and Iowa DOT, the complainant
shall be informed that the City has 90 calendar days to process the discrimination complaint and
the Towa DOT shall not investigate the complaint until the 90 calendar-day petiod has expired.

Immediately after issuance of the Notice of Receipt to the complainant (step 5), the City’s ADA
Coordinator shall either begin the fact-finding or investigation of the discrimination complaint,

ot attange to have an investigation conducted.

Based on the information obtained during that investigation, the City’s ADA Cootdinator shall
tender a recommendation for action in a Report of Findings.

. Alternative dispute resolution/mediation process: The complainant will be given an
invitation to patticipate in mediation to resolve the complaint by informal means. The City’s
ADA Coordinator will include an invitation to mediation with the Notice of Receipt, offering
the oppottunity to use the alternative dispute resolution/mediation process.

If the complainant selects mediation, it allows disputes to be resolved in a less adversatial
manner. With mediation, a neutral patty assists two opposing parties in a dispute come to an
agreement to resolve their issue. The mediator does not function as a judge or atbiter, but

simply helps the parties resolve the dispute themselves.

If the complainant chooses to patticipate in mediation, they, ot theit designee, must respond in
wtiting within 10 calendar days of the date of the invitation. ‘This written acceptance must be
dated and signed by the complainant and must also include the relief sought.

Upon teceiving a request to mediate, the City’s ADA Coordinator shall identify ot designate a
mediator who must be a neutral and impartial third party. The mediator must be a person
acceptable to all patties and who will assist the parties in resolving their disputes.

After mediation is atranged, a written confirmation identifying the date, time and location of
the mediation conference shall be sent to both parties. If possible, the mediation process
should be completed within 30 calendar days of receipt of the disctimination complaint. This
will assist in keeping within the 90 calendar-day timeframe of the written Notice of Final

Action if the mediation is not successful.

If resolution is reached under mediation, the agreement shall be in writing. A copy of the
signed agreement shall be sent to the Iowa DOT ADA Program Cootdinator. If an agteement
is teached but a patty to it believes their agreement has been breached, the non-breaching patty
may file another complaint. If the parties do not reach resolution under mediation, the City’s”

ADA Cootdinatot shall continue with the investigation.

. Notice of Final Action: A written Notice of Final Action shall be provided to the
complainant within 60 days of the date the discrimination complaint was filed. It shall contain:

A statement regarding the disposition of each issue 1dent1ﬂed in the disctimination
complaint and reason for the determination.

b. A copy of the mediation agreement, if the discrimination complaint was resolved by
mediation.

c. A notice that the complainant has the right to file a complaint with the Iowa DOT,
FHWA, USDOT ot USDOJ within 30 calendar days after the Notice of Final Action, if
they ate dissatisfied with the final action on the discrimination complaint.

The City’s ADA Cootdinator shall provide the Towa DOT ADA Program Cootdinator with a
copy of the decision, as well as a summary of findings upon completion of the investigation.
Should deficiencies be noted in the implementation of these discrimination complaint
procedutes by the City, the Iowa DOT ADA Program Cootdinator will wotk in conjunction
with City’s ADA Cootdinator to review the information and/ot provide technical assistance in
the discrimination complaint process, mediation process, and/or investigation.

10. Corrective action: If disctimination is found through the process of a complaint
investigation, the respondent shall be requested to voluntatily comply with cottective action(s)
ot a conciliation agreement to cortect the discrimination.

11. Confidentiality: City ADA Coordinator and Iowa DOT ADA Program Cootdinator ate
requited to keep the following information confidential to the maximum extent possible,
consistent with applicable law and fait determination of the discrimination complaint.

The fact that the disctimination complaint has been filed.

The identity of the complainant(s).

The identity of individual respondents to the allegations.

The identity of any petson(s) who furnished information relative to, ot assisting in, a
complaint investigation.

56.01 DEFINITIONS. For use in'this chapter, the following terms are defined:

1. “Dangerous animal” means the following animals: T
A. Badgers, wolverines, weasels, skunk and mink;
B. Raccoons; '
C. Bats;
D. Scorpions;
E. Piranhas.
2. “Vicious animal” means any animal, except for a dangerous animal as listed

above, that has attacked, bitten or clawed a person while running at large and the
attack was unprovoked, or any animal that has exhibited vicious tendencies in present
or past conduct, including such that said animal (a) has bitten more than one person
during the animal’s lifetime; or (b) has bitten one person on two or more occasions
during the animal’s lifetime; or (c) has attacked any domestic animal or fowl without
provocation, causing injury or death while off the property of the owner.

56.02 KEEPING OF DANGEROUS ANIMALS PROHIBITED. No person shall keep,
shelter or harbor any dangerous animal as a pet, or act as a temporary custodian for such animal,
or keep, shelter or harbor such animal for any purpose or in any capacity within the City.

56,03 KEEPING OF VICIOUS ANIMALS PROHIBITED. No person shall keep,
shelter or harbor for any reason within the City a vicious animal except in the following

circumstances:
L. Animals under the control of a law enforcement or military agency.

2. The keeping of guard dogs; however, guard dogs must be kept within a
structure or fixed enclosure at all times, and any guard dog found at large may be
processed as a vicious animal pursuant to the provisions of this chapter. Any premises
guarded by a guard dog shall be prominently posted with a sign containing the
wording “Guard Dog,” “Vicious Dog” or words of similar import, and the owner of
such premises shall inform the Mayor or peace officer that a guard dog is on duty at

said premises.

P EDITOR’S NOTE: Certain other dangerous animals, listed in Chapter 717F.1, paragraph 5a, of the
Code of Iowa, are specifically prohibited and regulated by the Iowa Department of Agriculture and

Land Stewardship.

CODE OF ORDINANCES, CARROLL, IOWA
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CHAPTER 56 . DANGEROUS AND VICIOUS ANIMALS

56.04 SEIZURE, IMPOUNDMENT AND DISPOSITION.

1. In the event that a dangerous animal or vicious animal is found at large and
unattended upon public property, park property, public right-of-way or the property of
someone other than its owner, thereby creating a hazard to petsons or property, such
animal may, in the discretion of the Mayor or peace officer, be destroyed if it cannot
be confined or captured. The City shall be.under no duty to attempt the confinement
or capture of a dangerous animal or vicious animal found-at large, nor shall if have a
duty to notify the owner of such animal prior to its destruction.

2. Upon the complaint of any individual that a person is keeping, sheltering or
harboring a dangerous animal or vicious animal on premises in the City, the Mayor or
peace officer shall cause the matter to be investigated and if after investigation, the
facts indicate that the person named in the complaint is keeping, sheltering or
harboring a dangerous or vicious animal in the City, the Mayor or peace officer shall
order the person named in the complaint to safely remove such animal from the City
or destroy the animal within three (3) days of the receipt of such an order. Such order
shall be contained in a notice to remove the dangerous or vicious animal, which notice _
shall be given in writing to the person keeping, sheltering or harboring the dangerous.
animal or vicious animal, and shall be served personally or by certified mail. Such
order and notice to remove the dangerous animal or vicious animal shall not be
required where such animal has previously caused serious physical harm or death to
any person, in which case the Mayor or peace officer shall cause the animal to be
immediately seized and impounded or killed if seizure and impoundment are not
possible without risk of serious physical harm or death to any person.

3. The order to remove a dangerous animal or vicious animal issued by the
Mayor or peace officer may be appealed to the Council. In order to appeal such
order, written notice of appeal must be filed with the Clerk within three (3) days after
receipt of the order contained in the notice to remove the dangerous or vicious animal.
Failure to file such written notice of appeal shall constitute a waiver of the right to
appeal the order of the Mayor or peace officer.

o 4. The notice of appeal shall state the grounds for. such appeal and shall be
. ‘delivered personally or by certified mail to the Clerk. The hearing of such appeal
shall be scheduled within seven (7) days of the receipt of the notice of appeal. The

hearing may be continued for good cause. After such hearing, the Council may affirm

or reverse the order of the Mayor or peace officer. Such determination shall be
contained in a wtitten decision and shall be filed with the Clerk within three (3) days

after the hearing or any continued session thereof.

5. If the Council affirms the action of the Mayor or peace officer, the Council
shall order in its written decision that the person owning, sheltering, harboring or
keeping such dangerous or vicious animal remove such animal from the City or
destroy it. The decision and order shall immediately be served upon the person
against whom rendered in the same manner as the notice of removal. If the original
order of the Mayor or peace officer is not appealed and is not complied with within
three (3) days or the order of the Council after appeal is not complied with within
three (3) days of its issuance, the Mayor or peace officer is authorized to seize,
impound or destroy such dangerous or vicious animal. Failure to comply with an
order of the Mayor or peace officer issued pursuant to this chapter and not appealed ‘
or of the Council after appeal, constitutes a simple misdemeanor.

a. Any animal which has attacked a human being or domestic animal one or more
times, without provocation while at large;
b. Any animal with a history to cause injury or to otherwise endanger the safety of
human beings or domestic animals while at large;

Any animal that has been trained for dog fighting, animal fighting or animal
baiting or is owned or kept for such purposes; "

d. Any animal trained to attack human beings, upon command or spontaneously in
response to human activities, except dogs owned by and under the control of the
police department, a law enforcement agency in the State of Towa or of the
United States or a branch of the armed forces of the United States.

t EDITOR’S NOTE: Certain other dangerous animals, listed in Chapter 717F.1, paragraph 5a, of the
Code of Iowa, are specifically prohibited and regulated by the Iowa Department of Agriculture and Land

Stewardship.






SECTION 2. REPEALER. All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict with the
provisions of this ordinance are hereby repealed.

SECTION 3. SEVERABILITY CLAUSE. If any section, provision or part of this
ordinance shall be adjudged invalid or unconstitutional such adjudication shall not affect the .
validity of the ordinance as a whole or any section, provision or part thereof not adjudged invalid

or unconstitutional.
