For many years the City has engaged PFM Financial Advisors LLC (PFM) to provide
financial services including Senate File 295 Analysis, TIF cash flows, and debt analysis
including the issuance of debt.

Effective July 1, 2014, new rules from the Municipal Securities Rulemaking Board (MSRB)
went into effect that governs the services that municipal financial advisors offer to their
clients. PFM. has been working to implement these new rules which in part state that an
agreement needs to be in place detailing the scope of services, the fee for services, if any
conflict of interest exists, and a termination clause.

Attached is a resolution approving the agreement which PFM to provide financial services for
the issuance of approximately $2,290,000 General Obligation Capital Loan Notes, Series
2016B. This debt issuance is for the construction of the cemetery maintenance building and
partial funding for the Third Street Storm Sewer improvement projects. The agreement needs
to be in place prior to the closing of the capital loan notes which is scheduled for November

30, 2016.

RECOMMENDATION: Council discussion and approval of the resolution accepting the
agreement for municipal advisory services with PFM Financial Advisors LLC for the issuance
of approximately $2,290,000 General Obligation Capital Loan Notes, Series 2016B.

Dear Laura,

The purpose of this letter (this “Engagement Letter”) is to confirm our agreement that
PFM Financial Advisors LLC (“PFM”) will act as financial advisor to the City of Carroll, lowa
(the “Client”) in connection with the issuance of approximately $2,290,000 General Obligation
Capital Loan Notes. PFM will provide, upon request of the Client, financial planning and debt
issuance development services, as applicable and set forth in Exhibit A to this Engagement
Letter. Most tasks requested by Client will not require all services provided for in Exhibit A and
as such the specific scope of services for such task shall be limited to just those services required
to complete the task.

PFM is a registered municipal advisor with the Securities and Exchange Commission (the
“SEC”) and the Municipal Securities Rulemaking Board (the “MSRB”), pursuant to the
Securities Exchange Act of 1934 Rule 15Bal-2. As of the date of this letter, Client has not
designated PFM as its independent registered municipal advisor (“IRMA”) for purposes of SEC
Rule 15Bal-1(d)(3)(vi) (the “IRMA exemption™). Client agrees not to represent that PFM is
Client’s IRMA with respect to any aspect of a municipal securities issuance or municipal
financial product, without PFM’s prior written consent.

MSRB Rule G-42 requires that municipal advisors make written disclosures to its clients
of all material conflicts of interest and certain legal or disciplinary events. Such disclosures are
provided in PFM’s disclosure statement delivered to Client together with this agreement.

PFM’s services will commence as soon as practicable after the receipt of this
Engagement Letter by the Client and a request by the Client for such service. Any material
changes in or additions to the scope of services described in Exhibit A shall be promptly






reflected in a written supplement or amendment to this Engagement Letter. Services provided by
PFM which are not included in the scope of services set forth in Exhibit A of this agreement
shall be completed as agreed in writing in advance between the Client and the PFM. Upon
request of Client, PFM or an affiliate of PFM may agree to additional services to be provided by
PFM or an affiliate of PFM, by a separate agreement between the Client and PFM or its

respective affiliate.

For the services described in Exhibit A, PFM’s professional fees will be paid as provided
in Exhibit B. In addition to fees for services, PFM will be reimbursed for necessary, reasonable,
and documented out-of-pocket expenses, as outlined in Exhibit B, which are incurred by PFM.
Upon request of Client, documentation of such expenses will be provided.

This Engagement Letter shall remain in effect until all related activities associated with
this transaction are complete unless canceled in writing by either party upon thirty (30) days
written notice to the other party. PFM shall not assign any interest in this Engagement Letter or
subcontract any of the work performed under this Engagement Letter without the prior written
consent of the Client; provided that upon notice to Client, PFM may assign this Engagement
Letter or any interests hereunder to a municipal advisor entity registered with the SEC that
directly or indirectly controls, is controlled by, or is under common control with, PFM.

All information, data, reports, and records (“Data”) in the possession of the Client or any
third party necessary for carrying out any services to be performed under this Engagement Letter
shall be furnished to PFM and the Client shall, and shall cause its agent(s) to, cooperate with
PFM in its conduct of reasonable due diligence in performing the services. To the extent Client
requests that PFM provide advice with regard to any recommendation made by a third party,
Client will provide to PFM written direction to do so as well as any Data it has received from
such third party relating to its recommendation. Client acknowledges and agrees that while PFM
is relying on the Data in connection with its provision of the services under this agreement, PFM
makes no representation with respect to and shall not be responsible for the accuracy or
completeness of such Data.

All notices given under this Engagement Letter will be in writing, sent by email or
registered United States mail, with return receipt requested, addressed to the party for whom it is
intended, at the addresses on the first page of this Engagement Letter.

All materials, except functioning or dynamic financial models, prepared by PFM
pursuant exclusively to this Engagement Letter will be the property of the Client. Subject to the
preceding exception, upon termination of this Engagement Letter, PFM will deliver to the Client
copies of any and all material pertaining to this Engagement Letter.

The Des Moines office of PFM will provide the services set forth in this Engagement
Letter. PFM may, from time to time, supplement or otherwise amend team members. The Client
has the right to request, for any reason, PFM to replace any member of the advisory staff.
Should the Client make such a request, PFM will promptly suggest a substitute for approval by
the Client.






PFM will maintain insurance coverage with policy limits not less than as stated in Exhibit
C. Except to the extent caused by willful misconduct, bad faith, gross negligence or reckless
disregard of obligations or duties under this Engagement Letter on the part of PFM or any of its
associated persons, neither PFM nor any of its associated persons shall have liability to any
person for any act or omission in connection with performance of its services hereunder, or for
any error of judgment or mistake of law, or for any loss arising out of any issuance of municipal
securities, any municipal financial product or any other financial product or investment, or for
any financial or other damages resulting from Client’s election to act or not to act, as the case
may be, contrary to or, absent negligence on the part of PFM or any of its associated persons,
upon any advice or recommendation provided by PFM to Client.

PFM, its employees, officers and representatives at all times will be independent
contractors and will not be deemed to be employees, agents, partners, servants and/or joint
venturers of Client by virtue of this Engagement Letter or any actions or services rendered under

this Engagement Letter.

This Engagement Letter represents the entire agreement between Client and PFM and
may not be amended or modified except in writing signed by PFM.

Please have an authorized official of the Client acknowledge receipt of this Engagement

Letter and respond to us to acknowledge the terms of this engagement.

SCOPE OF SERVICES

Financial planning and debt issue development services (Includes short term financings, bonds,
loans, letters of credit and line of credit). Upon the request of the Client:

L. Introduction

PFM Financial Advisors LLC (hereinafter, referred to as “We,” “Us,” or “Our”) is a registered municipal advisor with the
Securities and Exchange Commission (the “SEC”) and the Municipal Securities Rulemaking Board (the “MSRB”), pursuant
to the Securities Exchange Act of 1934 Rule 15Bal-2, In accordance with MSRB rules, this disclosure statement is provided
by Us to each client prior to the execution of Our advisory agreement with written disclosures of all material conflicts of
interests and legal or disciplinary events that are required to be disclosed with respect to providing financial advisory services
pursuant to MSRB Rule G-42(b) and (c) (ii). We employ a number of resources to identify and subsequently manage actual
or potential conflicts of interest in addition to disclosing actual and potential conflicts of interest provided herein.

How We Identify and Manage Conflicts of Interest
Code of Ethics. The Code requires that all employees conduct all aspects of Our business with the highest standards of

integrity, honesty and fair dealing. All employees are required to avoid even the appearance of misconduct or impropriety
and avoid actual or apparent conflicts of interest between personal and professional relationships that would or could interfere
with an employee’s independent exercise of judgment in performing the obligations and responsibilitics owed to a municipal

advisor and Our clients.

Policies and Procedures. We have adopted policies and procedures that include specific rules and standards for conduct.
Some of these policies and procedures provide guidance and reporting requirements about matters that allows Us to monitor
behavior that might give rise to a conflict of interest. These include policies concerning the making of gifts and charitable
contributions, entertaining clients, and engaging in outside activities, all of which may involve relationships with clients and
others that are important to Our analysis of potential conflicts of interest.

Supervisory Structure. We have both a compliance and supervisory structure in place that enables Us to identify and
monitor employees’ activities, both on a transaction and Firm-wide basis, to ensure compliance with appropriate standards.
Prior to undertaking any engagement with a new client or an additional engagement with an existing client, appropriate
municipal advisory personnel will review the possible intersection of the client’s interests, the proposed engagement, Our
engagement personnel, experience and existing obligations to other clients and related parties. This review, together with

Disclosures. We will disclose to clients those situations that We believe would create a material conflict of interest, such as:
1) any advice, service or product that any affiliate may provide to a client that is directly related to the municipal advisory
work We perform for such client; 2) any payment made to obtain or retain a municipal advisory engagement with a client; 3)
any fee-splitting arrangement with any provider of an investment or services to a client; 4) any conflict that may arise from
the type of compensation arrangement We may have with a client; and 5) any other actual or potential situation that We are
or become aware of that might constitute a material conflict of interest that could reasonably expect to impair Our ability to
provide advice to or on behalf of clients consistent with regulatory requirements. If We identify such situations or
circumstances, We will prepare meaningful disclosure that will describe the implications of the situation and how We intend
to manage the situation. We will also disclose any legal or disciplinary events that are material to a client’s evaluation or the
integrity of Our management or advisory personnel. We will provide this disclosure (or a means to access this information) in
writing prior to starting Our proposed engagement, and will provide such additional information or clarification as the client
may request.

Disclosure of Conflicts Related to the Firm’s Compensation

From time to time, We may be compensated by a municipal advisory fee that is or will be set forth in an agreement with the
client to be, or that has been, negotiated and entered into in connection with a municipal advisory service. Payment of such
fee may be contingent on the closing of the transaction and the amount of the fee may be based, in whole or in part, on a
percentage of the principal or par amount of municipal securities or municipal financial product. While this form of
compensation is customary in the municipal securities market, it may be deemed to present a conflict of interest since We
may appear to have an incentive to recommend to the client a transaction that is larger in size than is necessary. Further, We
may also receive compensation in the form of a fixed fee arrangement. While this form of compensation is customary, it may
also present a potential conflict of interest, if the transaction requires more work than contemplated and We are perceived as
recommending a less time consuming alternative contrary to the client’s best interest so as not to sustain a loss. Finally, We
may contract with clients on an hourly fee bases. If We do not agree on a maximum amount of hours at the outset of the
engagement, this arrangement may pose a conflict of interest as We would not have a financial incentive to recommend an

Part of the FY 2017 budget preparation process included the issuance of capital loan notes to fund the
construction of a cemetery maintenance building and partial funding for the Third Street Storm Sewer
Improvement project. As such, Council has held a public hearing and approved a “pre-levy” resolution
not to exceed $1,220,000 to be included in the tax asking for FY 2017.

Since then both projects have been awarded construction contracts and are under construction or will
begin construction soon. After bid openings, it was determined that additional funding was needed for
both projects. The recommendation for the additional funding is capital loan notes.

In order to accomplish this, Council needs to hold another public hearing to increase the not to exceed
debt issuance amount. The additional amount needed is $1,180,000 for construction of both projects
and debt issuance costs. The new not to exceed amount of debt issuance is $2,400,000. The new debt
repayment schedule is eight (8) years.

Attached is the first step of the process which is a resolution to set a public hearing date for the next
Council meeting on October 10, 2016.

The remainder debt issuance schedule is:

October 10: Hold public hearing and approve preliminary official statement
October 24: Take bids, approve bids & award winning bid

November 14: Approve final bond documents

November 30: Close on capital loan notes and receive final proceeds

CITY OF CARROLL
EMPLOYMENT CONTRACT

THIS EMPLOYMENT CONTRACT made and entered into this day of
September, 2016, by and between the City of Carroll, Carroll County, lowa, (hereinafter
referred to as “Employer”) and Michel Pogge-Weaver, an individual (hereinafter referred

to as "Employee”), both whom agree as follows:

WHEREAS, the Employer desires to retain the services of the Employee as City
Manager of Carroll, lowa, and

WHEREAS, it is the desire of the Employer to (1) offer inducement to Employee
in an effort to secure his employment and to induce him to remain in such employment
in the future; (2) establish the job duties and responsibilities of the Employee; and (3)
provide a means for terminating Employee’s services when either the Employee or the
Employer may desire to terminate the Employer-Employee relationship; and

WHEREAS, the Employee desires to obtain employment with the Employer as
the City Manager of Carroll, lowa.

NOW, THEREFORE, THE PARTIES AGREE AS FOLLOWS:

1) The Employee understands that he will serve as City Manager of the City
of Carroll, Carroll County, lowa, at the pleasure of the Council. Nothing in this
Agreement shall prevent, limit or otherwise interfere with the right of the Council to
determine that Employee shall no longer serve as City Manager, subject only to the
provisions set forth in this Contract.

2) Nothing shall prevent, limit or otherwise interfere with the right of the
Employee to resign at any time from his position with Employer; subject only to the
provisions set forth in this Contract.

3) In the event Employee voluntarily resigns his position with Employer
during a contract term, the Employee shall give the Employer thirty (30) days notice in
advance, unless the parties otherwise agree. Upon voluntary resignation, the Employee
shall not be entitled to severance benefits of any kind, except he shall receive payment
for unused vacation and other benefits usually paid other employees at termination

provided the above required notice is given.

4) The Employer may terminate this contract at any time for just cause with
no notice requirement, and if the Employee is terminated for just cause, he shall receive
no severance pay, except he shall receive payment for unused vacation and other
benefits usually paid other employees at termination. In the event the Employer
terminates the contract without just cause, it may do so by giving the Employee thirty
days (30) notice, in writing. In such event, the Employee, if requested by Employer,
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shall continue to render his services and shall be paid his regular compensation up to
the date of termination. Upon issuance of such termination notice, the Employer
recognizes the adverse circumstances in which the Employee has been placed and,
therefore, agrees to pay the Employee, at the time of termination, a severance equal to
three (3) months’ salary and three (3) months of insurance benefits as full and complete
settlement for all damages sustained by the Employee as a result of his discharge, in
addition to whatever accrued vacation the Employee may have accumulated. No other
benefits will be allowed or accrued during the three (3) months’ severance period. After
a six month’s evaluation, employee’s severance benefit will increase to four (4) months.

5) The Employer shall furnish the Employee all equipment, material and
personnel necessary for the efficient performance of the official duties as City Manager.

6) The Employee shall perform those duties outlined in the Code of
Ordinances, Chapter 20 entitied “City Manager”, job description and such additional
duties as may be assigned by the City Council.

7) The Employee shall devote his full time and talents to the best of his ability
to advance the best interests of the City of Carroll, Carroll County, lowa.

8) Employer agrees to pay Employee for services rendered an annual base
salary of one hundred and five thousand dollars ($105,000.00) for the contract term
payable in equal installments at the same time as other employees of the Employer are
paid. The Employer shall not, at any time during the term of this Agreement, reduce the
salary or other benefits of the Employee. This contract will be reviewed and the
Employee will be evaluated in April 2017, and any increase in salary will be made

effective July 1, 2017.

9) Employer shall defend, hold harmless and indemnify Employee against
any tort or liability claim or demand or any other legal action arising from City activities
or any alleged act of omission occurring during the performance of Employee's duties
as City Manager; provided the acts are not in violation of any state or federal criminal

statute.

10) Employee shall be entitled to those benefits set forth below:

(A)  VACATION. Upon hire the Employee shall receive forty (40) hours of paid
vacation and will begin to accrue 6.67 hours per month. The City will credit
employee with 6 years of service on the vacation schedule. The employee will not be

able to take vacation during the first 90 days of employment.

(B) HOLIDAYS. Employee is considered to be on-call twenty-four (24) hours
a day; however, unless his services are needed, the Employee shall not be required
to work on those days which have been designated as holidays in the City's

Personnel Policy/Handbook.






(C) PROFESSIONAL DUES AND SUBSCRIPTIONS. Employer shall
budget and pay for professional dues and subscriptions necessary for
Employee’s membership in various associations and organizations which are
necessary and desirable for his continued professional participation and growth
for the good of the Employer, and to pay for any reasonable professional
development or training expenses. Those memberships deemed to be
necessary and desirable shall include, but not be limited to, national, state and
local city management associations and the lowa League of Cities. Those
publications deemed to be necessary and desirable shall include, but not be
limited to, regular publications of the above organizations. Those meetings and
seminars deemed necessary and desirable shall include, but not limited to, ICMA
Annual Conference, the lowa League of Cities and the state and local city

management association.

(D) TRAVEL EXPENSE. Meals and lodging will be paid on an actual
cost basis. Receipts for all expenses will be attached to the vouchers submitted

by the Employee.

(E) AUTOMOBILE ALLOWANCE. The Employer will provide an
automobile allowance of $200.00 per month to the Employee, payable thru bi-

weekly payroll.

(F) INSURANCE. The Employer will provide Employee with the same
insurance benefits available to other City employees.

(G) OTHER LEAVES. The Employer will provide other leaves of
absence available to other City employees as designated in the City's Personnel

Policy/Handbook.

(H RESIDENCY REQUIREMENT. The Employee will become a
resident of the City of Carroll, Carroll County, lowa by April of 2017, unless the

parties agree otherwise.

()] RETIREMENT. The Employee and Employer shall participate and
contribute in the usual and customary monetary amounts into the State of lowa
Public Retirement Systems (IPERS) or at Employee’s option, the equivalent
percent in an Employer authorized 457 deferred compensation plan.

(J) MOVING AND RELOCATION EXPENSES. The Employer agrees
to reimburse Employee for reasonable and actual relocation and moving
expenses up to $4,000, incurred by moving from Benson, MN to Carroll, lowa.

11)  This Contract shall become effective commencing the 24th day of October
2016 and shall continue through June 30, 2017. The Employee shall be deemed to be
terminated without just cause if the Employer elects to not provide a new contract with






similar terms after June 30, 2017. If any provision or any portion thereof contained in
the Contract, shall be deemed unconstitutional, invalid or unenforceable, the remainder
of this Contract shall be deemed severable, shall not be affected and shall remain in full

force and effect.

IN WITNESS WHEREOF, the Mayor and Clerk of the City of Carroll, lowa have

executed this Contract on behalf of the City following approval by Resolution No.

LEASE AND MANAGEMENT AGREEMENT

This Agreement is made and entered into by and between the City of Carroll,
lowa, a municipal corporation hereinafter referred to as the “City”, and Brenda
Bruggeman, hereinafter referred to as the “Manager”.

The parties enter into this agreement, whereby the City leases to the Manager,
the Clubhouse located on the grounds of the Municipal Golf Course, Carroll, lowa. The
consideration for said lease is set out below.

The parties mutually agree and covenant as follows:

1.

The term of this lease and agreement shall be from January 1, 2017, to
December 31, 2019, unless this lease and agreement is renewed for an
additional one year by the City on or before December 1, 2019. No notice of
termination shall be required to be given by the City, and the Manager waives
any and all termination notice requirements.

The Manager shall maintain a business at the clubhouse wherein it will sell
food, beer, liquor and merchandise incidental to the sport of golf. In addition,
it shall manager the clubhouse golf operations.

The Manager shall obtain all necessary licenses and permits for the operation
of the above-mentioned business. The Manager shall also follow and comply
with all local, state and federal ordinances, laws and regulations.

The Manager shall begin clubhouse business operations no later than 7:00
a.m., daily and shall operate said business until at least 8:00 p.m. In the event
that the weather is not conducive to the playing of golf, it may be acceptable
to deviate from the above said operating hours.

The parties recognize the State Liquor Laws, which establish 2:00 A.M. as the
closing hour for establishments holding an lowa Liquor License. However,
because of the proximity of the clubhouse to the adjoining residential area,
the Manager agrees that the normal closing hours shall be 11:30 P.M. or
before with some noted exceptions. The Manager will be allowed to stay open
until 2:00 A.M. on all Thursday Night Men’s League dates, and until 2:00 A.M.
on nights of couples two-ball events, special golf outing events, and other
special outings or events. The Manager shall give a one-week notice to the
Director of Parks and Recreation of all non-scheduled special events, which
may exceed the normal 11:30 P.M. closing time.






The parties also recognize that because of the limited size of the clubhouse,
some patrons are required to use the patio area after some golf events. This
use outside the clubhouse has been a source of complaints from adjoining
residential owners, especially after dark. Therefore, the Manager and staff
shall refrain from serving anyone outside the clubhouse after 10:30 p.m. In
addition, the Manager shall request all patrons to be inside the clubhouse by
11:00 p.m.

The Manager shall have the tee blocks open to the public at all times with the
exceptions of those hours specified by the Director of Parks and Recreation
including those hours for Men's and Women’s Club Championship, City
Championships, Father-Son Championship, Men’s Thursday Night League,
Women'’s Tuesday Night League and Wednesday Men’s Senior League.

Holiday tournaments and special events are permissible. It is the intent of the
City to limit as much as possible the times that would prohibit open golf by
those not participating in the event. The City Director of Parks and Recreation
shall approve these events along with other events.

The Manager shall open the clubhouse for business upon the opening of the
golf course by the City, and shall keep the clubhouse open for business thru
the last weekend in October, and may continue to operate the clubhouse as
long as the weather is conducive to the game of golf.

The Manager shall remove from the clubhouse all merchandise and other
items owned by the Manager no later than November 30 each year.

10.The Manager shall provide the City Finance Director with certificates of

11.

insurance for general liability in the amount of $500,000; dram shop insurance
in the amount of $300,000; and post a fidelity bond in the amount of $25,000.
The above limits of liability are the minimum limits required by the City of
Carroll. In no way should they be construed to be adequate for the Manager’s
liability exposure.

The Manager shall have the right to all income from the operation of the
concessions at the clubhouse, and shall be responsible for all its expenses in
the operation of said clubhouse concession and business therein. The
Manager shall be totally and solely responsible for the natural gas bills from
May through and including November. The Manager shall also be responsible
for 50% of the monthly electric and internet service billed to the City during
the same period of time. A rental fee of $1,400.00 per year shall be paid to
the City by the Manager, based upon the depreciation schedule agreed upon
by the parties. This fee shall be for the purpose of reimbursement to the City
for the use of equipment furnished by the City for use by the Manager during
the operation of the Manager’s business within the Clubhouse.






12. The Manager shall be responsible for the following duties:

a.

Collect season membership fees and trail fees from golf patrons and
deposit them with the City Finance Director on a weekly basis. Distribute
any information deemed necessary to the members concerning golf play,
golf season schedule, and golf car operations.

Collect green fees from golf patrons and deposit them with the City
Finance Director on a weekly basis.

Rent the City’s motorized golf cars to golf patrons and collect and deposit
fees with the City Finance Director on a weekly basis. The Manager shall
be responsible for enforcing the rules and regulations of the golf car
operation. The Manager shall have the authority to deny the use of a
motorized golf car to anyone that does not qualify to use the motorized
golf cars, or is not abiding by the rules and regulations for the proper
operation of said golf cars.

Be responsible for routine maintenance of the golf cars which include,
among other things, cleaning, checking gas and oil levels, checking for
physical damages, checking tires, tire pressure, and checking foot brakes,
accelerator and other controls. Any additional personnel required for those
activities shall be the responsibility of the Manager.

Enforce the rules and regulations of the golf course. The Manager shall
have the authority to remove anyone from the golf course who is not
adhering to those rules and regulations.

Organize and set tee times according to City policy and record tee time
reservations to ensure an orderly operation.

The Manager shall allow the City Finance Director to review the Manager’s
books and records regarding all fees and collections made by the
Manager and deposited with the City over the course of the lease.

13. The City shall pay the Manager a fee of $27,700.00 for the performance of
the duties and responsibilities required by this agreement. This fee will be
paid equally over 7 months beginning May 15. The City will deduct the fee
for equipment rental, electric and internet service from March 1 through
October 31, from the last monthly payment in November.. This amount will
be deducted from the last monthly payment in November.

14.

The Manager shall put forth its best efforts to develop a positive and
enjoyable environment, promote and manage the Golf Course Clubhouse
and the Golf Course operation. Any concerns or complaints of the Manager






should be addressed immediately with the Director of Parks and Recreation.
Concerns or complaints should be addressed only between the Manager
and Director, not the golf patrons. Breach of this provision or any other
material breach of any other provision may lead to immediate termination of
this Agreement by the City with or without notice depending on the nature of
the breach.

15. All news releases or advertisements related to the Golf Course or Clubhouse
and activities or operations shall be made by and through the Parks and
Recreation Department.

16. The Manager shall not assign, transfer or sublet this agreement or any
portion thereof, without the written consent of the City.

17. 1T 1S MUTUALLY AGREED AND UNDERSTOOD, that all Golf Course and
Clubhouse rules are a part of this Agreement as if attached hereto.

court or arbitration or other dispute resolution costs) to the extent
such claims, losses, damages, or expenses are caused by the
indemnifying parties’ negligent acts, errors, or omissions. In the
event claims, losses, damages, or expenses are caused by the joint
or concurrent negligence of JEO and the client, they shall be borne
by each party in proportion to its negligence.

11. INSURANCE: JEO shall procure and maintain the
following insurance during the performance of services under this
agreement:

Nothing in this agreement shall be construed to create, impose,
or give rise to any duty owed by the client or JEO to any
contractor, contractor’s subcontractor, supplier, other individual
or entity, or to any surety for or employee of any of them.
c. All duties and responsibilities undertaken pursuant to this
agreement shall be for the sole and exclusive benefit of the client
and JEO and not for the benefit of any other party.

15. PRECEDENCE: These standards, terms, and conditions
shall take precedence over any inconsistent or contradictory
language contained in any proposal, contract, purchase order,
requisition, notice to proceed, or like document regarding JEO's
services.

16. SEVERABILITY: Any provision or part of the agreement
held to be void or unenforceable shall be deemed stricken, and all
remaining provisions shall continue to be valid and binding upon
the client and JEO, who agree that the agreement shall be
reformed to replace such stricken provision or part thereof with a
valid and enforceable provision that comes as close as possible to
expressing the intention of the stricken provision.

17. E-VERIFY: JEO shall register with and use the E-Verify
Program, or an equivalent federal program designated by the
United States Department of Homeland Security or other federal
agency authorized to verify the work eligibility status of a newly
hired employee pursuant to the Immigration Reform and Control
Act of 1986, to determine the work eligibility status of new
employees physicaily performing services within the state where
the work shall be performed. Engineer shall require the same of
each consultant.
