The City’s health insurance coverage, Wellmark Blue Access HMO and Alliance Select PPO, has a 


renewal date of July 1, 2021. The City works with a health insurance consultant from West Des 


Moines, Benefit Source, Inc. (BSI).   Debbie Dean, BSI representative, is scheduled to present 


information to the Council at the Council meeting to discuss this matter further.  


 


Since it is generally less expensive to pay a portion of the claim expense than to pay an insurance 


company to insure all of the claim exposure, the city began purchasing a higher deductible plan and 


initiated a health insurance internal service fund to help pay for the buy down/risk of medical expenses 


that may occur in any year for the HMO plan. Over the years, the city has purchased HMO health 


insurance plans that slowly increased the deductible to where we are today: $7,000 deductible per 


single plan ($14,000 family) with a $7,900 single out-of-pocket maximum ($15,800 family). When 


the FY 2022 budget was prepared, it was re-estimated that this reserve fund balance would be 


approximately $979,207 on June 30, 2021.  Now it is anticipated that this reserve fund balance will be 


approximately $1,003,000 (based upon activity through April 30, 2021). The June 30, 2021 balance 


will be largely determined by the amount of partial self-funding claims that are paid during the 


remainder of the fiscal year. 


 


Wellmark has quoted a blended rate increase of 8.34%. With the premium increase quoted from 


Wellmark and proposed plan design change discussed in a different memo, it is proposed to set the 


COBRA rates for the Blue Access plan at $521.09/month for single coverage (4.37% increase) and 


$1,187.63/month for family coverage (8.19% increase). Employees would pay 20% of the plan 


coverage chosen. Rates for the Alliance Select plan are set by Wellmark and are $613.32/month for 


single coverage and $1,480.80/month for family coverage. City pays the same amount towards both 


plans. If an employee chooses Alliance Select, the employee will pay the difference of the plan cost 


and what the City contributes. 


 


The approved FY 2022 budget was prepared to continue the health insurance internal service fund 


assuming an increase of 5% to the COBRA rate and an increase of 15% for the health insurance 


premiums. This recommendation is within our FY 22 budget. 


 


RECOMMENDATION:  Council review and approval of the attached resolution entering into a 


contract with Wellmark for health insurance benefits with a deductible of $7,000 single/$14,000 


family and out-of-pocket maximum to $7,900 single/$15,800 family and setting the COBRA rates for 


Blue Access at $521.09/month for a single plan ($1,187.63/month for family) and Alliance Select at 


$613.32/month for a single plan ($1,480.80/month for family).

The City experienced a few higher claims this past year and due to this Wellmark BCBS has 
notified the City that our premiums to them will go up 8.34% starting July 1, 2021.  With this 
increase and coupled with the fact that the City has not changed their health insurance plan 
design since 2000, staff is proposing to make changes to the current health insurance plan design 
starting July 1, 2021 related to office copays and pharmacy deductibles/copays.  This change is 
proposed to be phased in over the next two years and will ultimately lead to the City no longer 
making reimbursements related to office copays and pharmacy deductibles/copays through our 
health reimbursement arrangement for expenses starting July 1, 2022.  At this time no change is 
planned for deductibles ($500 individual/$1,000 family), co-insurance (80%/20%) or out of 
pocket maximums ($1,000 individual/$2,000 family).

   SUBJECT: Policy 0317 - Health Insurance Reserves and Medical Insurance Premiums Rates 


The City has operated a partially self funded health plan for a number of year and since 2013 has 
held the health insurance funds in a separate “Medical Insurance Fund”.  Overall this arrangement 
has worked very well for the City and has helped to keep our insurance rates stable.   


At the end of March of 2021, the City has a balance of $1,002,314.75 in the Medical Insurance 
Fund.  At this point it is prudent to understand what level of reserves the City should hold and to 
limit growth of the Medical Insurance Fund to that level.   


A new policy (Policy 0317) has been developed specific for the City based on models used in 
other jurisdictions.  This policy set three reserves that should be held in the in the Medical 
Insurance Fund, including: 


1) Runout liability reserve
a. Used to pay claim if the City would choose to transition to another type of


plan in the future.  This is needed since there is delay between when a medical
services are received and when the City would reimbursement an employee
for that service.


2) Maximum liability reserve
a. Used to pay the maximum liability the City would incur in the partially self


funded portion of the health plan in a worse case scenario.
3) Rate stabilization reserve


a. The goal of moving to a partially self-insured model is to ultimately maintain
stable health insurance costs from year to year.  To that end, it is important to
fund the rate stabilization reserve in good years and to spend down the rate
stabilization reserve in bad years.  This reserve allows rates to fluctuate in a
more predictable manner from year to year.


Based on this policy, the City would fully fund the reserve in the Medical Insurance Fund at 
$910,071.46, which the City has achieved. 


This policy also sets out how rates will be set from year to year.  The policy also sets out how 
excess balances in the Medical Insurance Fund will be spent down, specifically via premium 
holiday.  The idea behind the premium holiday is to keep rates at a level recommended by our 







 


insurance brooker yet when reserves are sufficiently funded, a premium holiday is used to spend 
down excess reserve and then return the rates back to the recommended levels.  This keeps rates 
predictable and stable over the long term for our employees who pay premium and for the City. 
Additionally, while the City could lower rates as oppose to implementing a premium holiday, if 
rates would be lowered in one year and then we would face a substantial increase the next this 
increase would only be compounded by the previous year’s decrease.   
 
If the Council would choose to implement this proposed policy, staff would recommend 
implementing a premium holiday in June of 2021 to be part of the current fiscal year. 
 
RECOMMENDATION: Staff recommends approval of 1) a resolution approving Policy 0317 - 
Health Insurance Reserves and Medical Insurance Premiums Rates and 2) a resolution setting a 
premium holiday of June of 2021.

Purpose:  The City of Carroll recognizes the need to provide health insurance benefits to its 


employees in order to retain and attract a high quality workforce.  In order to 
maintain a health insurance benefit that is affordable and sustainable over the long 
term, the City of Carroll has moved to a partially self-insured model for its health 
insurance benefits.   


 
In our partially self-insured model, the City purchases a high deductible fully 
funded health insurance plan from Wellmark Blue Cross and Blue Shield.  The City 
then self-funds a Health Reimbursement Arrangement that “buys down” the health 
insurance plan to a $500 ($1,000 family) annual deductible with $1,000 ($2,000 
family) maximum out of pocket expense.  It is important to provide adequate 
reserves in order to minimize risk to the City and our employees. To minimize 
risk, the City Council finds it necessary to have the following reserves: 1) run out 
liability reserves; 2) maximum liability reserves; and 3) a rate stabilization 
reserves. The conservative nature of this policy will work to meet the City’s goal 
of limiting overall risk and for stable rates over the long term. 


 
Policy: Run out liability reserve   


Purpose:  As a partially self-funded plan, the City pays the actual claims as they 
are processed up to the limits of the fully insured high deductible health insurance 
plan that the City purchases.  There is delay between when a service is received 
and an employee submits a claim for reimbursement.  A run out liability reserve is 
used to pay claims if the City would change to another type of plan in the future.    


 
Funding Requirement:  On March 31st of each year, the plan shall hold 25% of the 
expected annual claims for the upcoming plan year in reserves.  If the plan fails to 
hold the required reserves, the plan rates for the following year shall increase to a 
level sufficient to fund the run out liability.    
 







 
Maximum liability reserve     
Purpose:  As a partially self-funded plan, the City purchases a fully insured high 
deductible health insurance plan in order to limit the City’s liability.  In order to 
plan for catastrophic losses, the plan needs to charge a premium or carry sufficient 
reserves to cover the maximum liability should that occur.    
 
Funding Requirement:  Based on reserve balances as of March 31st of each year, 
the plan shall hold 100% of the maximum liability for the upcoming plan year in 
reserves.  If the plan fails to hold the required reserves, the plan rates for the 
following year shall increase to a level sufficient to fund 100% of the maximum 
liability for the upcoming year.    
 
Rate stabilization reserve  
Purpose:  The goal of moving to a partially self-insured model is to ultimately 
maintain stable health insurance costs from year to year.  To that end, it is 
important to fund the rate stabilization reserve in good years and to spend down 
the rate stabilization reserve in bad years.  This will allow rates to fluctuate in a 
predictable manor from year to year.   When funding allows it, it is the goal of the 
City is to carry a rate stabilization reserve equal to 50% of the expected annual 
claims and 50% of the annual Wellmark premiums.   
 
Developing and using the rate stabilization reserve: Once the run out liability 
reserve and the maximum liability reserve have both been full funded, any excess 
funds shall be placed in the rate stabilization reserve. 
 
Setting Premium Rates 
Annually, the City will receive the annual expected claims for the upcoming year 
from our benefit consultant.  The annual expected claims data from our benefit 
consultant will also include rate information for the various plans provided by the 
City.  The City will base the upcoming year’s rates using the following steps:  
 


1. Rates shall be increased to fund any deficiency created in the run out 
liability and maximum liability reserves.   


 
2. After any rate increases are applied based on Step 1, then the tables in 


Appendix A shall be used as a guide in developing the upcoming year’s 
rates.  In all cases, the City Council may deviate from these guidelines, if 
justifiable.   


 
Excess Reserve Balances – Premium Holidays 
When the run out liability reserve, maximum liability reserve, and rate 
stabilization reserve are fully funded, the City Council may authorize a health 
insurance premium holiday to reduce the balance of the Medical Insurance Fund.  
During a premium holiday the City will pay premiums and other costs out of the 
Medical Insurance Fund and not charge employees or departments the normal 
premiums.  A premium holiday could be as little as a half-month.  When a 
premium holiday is authorized, it should not cause the overall balance of the 
Medical Insurance Fund to drop below fully funding the various reserves. 
 







During a premium holiday, the City will continue to pay 30% of the lowest cost 
monthly single health insurance premium to employees that waive medical 
insurance coverage through the City as if the premium holiday is not occurring.   
 
During a premium holiday, the City will continue to contribute 80% of the cost of 
the lowest cost health insurance plan the City has available toward the Alliance 
Select Alternate Plan as if the premium holiday is not occurring.

The budget is a document required by the State of Iowa to ensure proper use of public monies. A 


budget is prepared well in advance of the actual operations. Many things/projects can occur between 


the time a budget is adopted and the end of that operating year. The budget document is also the City’s 


guide for tracking revenues and expenditures. State of Iowa prohibits spending more than what has 


been budgeted. Knowing the budget is a working document and events occur that were not originally 


planned in the budget, a budget amendment is often required to follow State of Iowa Code. Below is a 


listing of the items to be included in this second budget amendment for FY 2020/2021.  The items 


listed were part of the FY 2021 re-estimates when the FY 2022 budget was prepared. 


 


1) General Fund Transfers – There is a transfer out of the General Fund to the CP-Airport Fund to 


cover the city’s portion of the airport projects. There are also transfers into the General Fund for 


an increase of insurance expense from the Sewer Utility Fund and funds from the Employee 


Benefit Special Revenue Fund to cover employee benefit expenses. 


 


2) Others - Other non-general fund items include the expenses for the Railroad Quiet Zone Study, 


Debt Service payment for the 2020A issuance (Fire Truck/2019 Street Improvements), the Water 


Tower Improvements Project and numerous transfers to fund various projects/expenses.

This is a statement of policies and regulations governing the placement and utilization of RSVP 
Volunteers with volunteer stations. It is the intention of the Memorandum of Understanding to 
promote cooperation, clarify responsibilities and define working relationships between RSVP and each 
volunteer station. This Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) may be amended, in writing, at any 
time with concurrence of both parties and must be renegotiated at least every three years. 


BASIC PROVISIONS OF MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING 
A. Retired and Senior Volunteer Program will: 
1. Recruit, interview and enroll RSVP volunteers and refer volunteers to the volunteer station. 
2. Instruct RSVP volunteers in proper use of monthly reports and program procedures. 
3. Provide RSVP orientation to volunteer station staff prior to placement of volunteers, at other times, as the 
need arises. 
4. Furnish accident, personal liability, and excess automobile insurance coverage as required by prograin 
policies. Insurance is secondai-y coverage and is not primary insurance. 
5. Periodically monitor volunteer activities at volunteer station to assess and/or discuss needs of volunteers 
and volunteer station. 


B. Volunteer station will: 
1. Request volunteers in accordance with the following four RSVP federal guidelines: 


a. Volunteers cannot displace employed workers. 
b. Volunteers cannot be used to conduct or engage in religious, sectai·ian, or political activity. 
c. The volunteer station will actively comply with Title VI or the Civil Rights Act of 1964. 
The station assures that it will not discriminate against RSVP volunteers or in the operation of its 
program on the basis of race; color; national origin, including individuals with limited English 
proficiency; gender; gender identity or expression, sex; sexual orientation; age; political affiliation; 
religion; or on the basis of physical or mental disability, if the participant or member is a qualified 
individual with a disability. 
d. The volunteer station will comply with all applicable civil rights laws and regulations including 
reasonable accommodation to qualified individuals with disabilities. (ADA rules and regulations) 


2. Complete a job description form for volunteer activities. 
3. Provide data for program outcome if necessary or requested. 
4 . Provide orientation, training and supervision for the RSVP volunteers .

5. Provide for adequate safety of volunteers on assignment. Any RSVP volunteer injury or accident must be 
reported immediately to the RSVP office. All investigations and reports will be submitted in writing. 
6. Criminal background checks and reference checks are not done by RSVP. It is the responsibility of the 
volunteer station to determine the need for such screening and to follow through with a criminal background 
and/or reference check it if they deem it necessary. 
7. The volunteer station will recognize RSVP volunteers through publicity, annual reports, recognition 
events, and written acknowledgments. 
8. Contact the RSVP office with concerns or questions that may arise concerning an RSVP volunteer or 
assignment. 
9. Provide break time and refreshments for the volunteers, when appropriate. 
10. The volunteer station may cease utilizing an RSVP volunteer at any time. The station must notify RSVP 
staff should you decide that a volunteer is not working out. RSVP will then discuss the redirection of the 
volunteer. 
11. The volunteer station maintains that they are one of the following: Proprietary health care facility, public 
or private non-profit agency or government entities. 
12. The volunteer station may not request volunteers to engage in any of the following activities: 


a. Political activities: RSVP volunteers may not be involved in political activities when serving in the 
capacity of an RSVP volunteer. RSVP volunteers shall not involve the use of funds, the provision of 
services, or the employment or assignment of personnel in a matter supporting or resulting in the 
identification of such project with: 1. any partisan or nonpartisan political activity associated with a 
candidate or contending faction or group in an election. 2. Any activity to provide voters or 
prospective voters with transportation to the polls or similar assistance in connection with any such 
election or any voter registration activity, except that voter registration applications and nonpartisan 
voter registration information may be made available to the public at the premises of the sponsor. But 
in making registration applications and nonpartisan voter registration information available, 
employees of the sponsor shall not express preferences or seek to influence decisions concerning any 
candidate, political party, election issue, or voting decision. 


b. The sponsor shall not use grant funds in any activity for the purpose of influencing the passage or 
defeat of legislation or proposals by initiative petition, except: 1. In any case in which a legislative 
body, a committee of a legislative body, or a member of a legislative body requests any volunteer in, 
or employee of such a program to draft, review or testify regarding measures or to make 
representation to such legislative body, committee or member; or 2. In connection with an 
authorization or appropriations measure directly affecting the operation of RSVP. 


c. Religious Activities: RSVP volunteers shall not give religious instruction, conduct worship service, or 
engage in any form of preaching as part of their duties. 


d. Non-Displacement of Paid Staff: An RSVP volunteer may not perform any service or duty, or engage 
in any activity which would replace a paid staff person. (I.e., if the receptionist goes on vacation, a 
volunteer may not perform all of the duties of the receptionist, but could perform a part of that 
position.) 


e. Non-Compensation for Services: Under no circumstances shall an RSVP volunteer receive a fee for 
service from service recipients, their legal guardian, members of their family or friends. No person, 
organization or agency shall request or receive any compensation for services of RSVP volunteers. 


f. Volunteer Status: RSVP volunteers are not employees of Carroll RSVP, The City of Carroll, Carroll 
County, Carroll United Way, State oflowa, CNCS or the Federal Government. 


g. RSVP volunteer stations may contribute to the financial support of RSVP. However, this support 
shall not be a required precondition for a potential station to obtain RSVP volunteers. 







h. Laborers and mechanics employed for construction, alteration, or repair of facilities are paid 
prevailing rates as determined by the Secretary of Labor in accordance with the Davis-Bacon Act, as 
amended. 


1. If a volunteer station agrees to provide funds to support additional volunteers or pay for other 
volunteer supp01i costs, the agreement shall be stated in a written Memorandum of Understanding. 
The sponsor shall withdraw services if the station's inability to provide monetary or in-kind supp01i to 
the project under the Memorandum of Understanding diminishes or jeopardizes the project's financial 
capabilities to fulfill its obligations. 


J. The sponsor shall not use grant funds directly or indirectly to finance labor or anti-labor organization 
or related activity.
