On November 14, 2018, the City issued debt to cover project costs to fund the Library/City Hall
Remodel Projects ($3,800,000), improvements to existing city parks and sidewalk & trail construction
($675,000). The City worked with five local banks (Availa Bank, Commercial Savings Bank, lowa
Savings Bank, United Bank of lowa and Westside State Bank) for this debt issuance.

The current General Obligation Capital Loan Notes, Series 2018B has been outstanding for almost three
years. There has been a lot of change in the market where interest rates have drastically dropped since
2018. The 2018 debt was issued at an interest rate of 3.35%, which was the market interest rate at that
time.

This is the time for a public hearing on the issuance of the capital loan notes. At the close of the public
hearing, staff recommends Council approve the attached resolution to continue the debt issuance
process.

RECOMMENDATION: At the close of the public hearing, Council consideration and approval of
the Resolution Instituting Proceedings to Take Additional Action for the Issuance of Not to Exceed
$3,600,000 General Obligation Refunding Capital Loan Notes.

The city was contacted by Seaboard Foods about making a donation to the city. After discussions
with them they are interested in donating the funds to replace the scoreboards out at the Youth

Sports Complex. The current scoreboards are having technical issues.

Seaboard Foods, creates the most sought-after pork. Together, more than 5,000 employees in
five states work in our farms, feed mills, and processing plants, to produce Prairie Fresh® pork. A
top U.S. pork producer/processor and leading exporter to 30+ countries, they are committed to
the pursuit of pork perfection, seeking a better way to produce wholesome pork and connect every
step between our farms and family tables. This ensures the well-being of our animals, the
environment, their employees and the communities they call home. In lowa They have a Feed
Mill, Transportation & 399 Farms in lowa (both company & contract owned). They have 35 Farms

in the Carroll area, where many of their employee’s reside as well.

SUBJECT: Downtown Restrooms

At the August 26, 2013 meeting the Council agreed to contribute $56,000 to the Carroll Rotary Club
for the Downtown Restroom Project. The idea at the time was that the operation of the restrooms would
then be funded by ongoing contributions from surrounding businesses. As time has passed and
businesses have changed hands along with challenges to the downtown environment, these
contributions have not consistently occurred.

This has been discussed a number of times including as recently as February of 2020 (pre COVID) with
no real resolution on how to cover ongoing operational costs. This summer, due to lack of contributions
and high water bills, the situation reached a point that the restrooms were closed for a period of time
making it inconvenient for visitors to downtown Carroll.

Taking everything in light, 1 would propose that the City directly pay for the daily cleaning of the
restrooms at a cost of $300.00 per month and for the monthly water bill. 1 would propose that the City
use Local Option Sales Taxes to cover these costs.

RECOMMENDATION: Mayor and City Council consider approving paying First Impression
Janitorial Services directly for the daily cleaning of the Downtown Restrooms at a cost of $300.00 per
month and for the monthly water bill for the restrooms out of Local Option Sales Taxes funds.

REIMBURSEMENT OF HIRING BONUS AGREEMENT

This agreement is entered into by the City of Carroll, Iowa, hereinafter referred to as
"City" and James Heller, hereinafter referred to as "Employee".

THE INTENT OF THIS AGREEMENT IS TO PROVIDE A HIRING BONUS IN AN
AMOUNT NOT TO EXCEED $5,000 FOR NEW EMPLOYEES THAT POSSESS
CERTIFICATION FROM THE IOWA LAW ENFROCEMENT ACADEMY AS A
LAW ENFORCEMENT OFFICER, OR POSSESS LAW ENFORCEMENT
CERTIFICATION IN ANOTHER STATE AND SUCCESFUL COMPLETION OF ALL
APPLICATION AND EXAMINATION REQUIREMENTS AS OUTLINED IN IOWA
ADMINISTRATIVE CODE 501-3.8(80B).

The City and the Employee agree that the City will provide $2,500 hiring bonus at
the beginning of employment.

The City and the Employee agree that the City will provide an additional $2,500
the later of the following;

o Six months following date of hire.

o At the end of field training if currently an Iowa Certified Law Enforcement
Officer by the lowa Law Enforcement Academy, or at the end of field training
and after successful completion of certification through examination from the
Iowa Law Enforcement Academy as outlined in Iowa Administrative Code
501-3.8(80B).

The Employee shall have a probationary period consistent with the Union
Contract, City Personnel Policies and/or the Code of Iowa.

In the event the Employee does not successfully complete the training program or
certification through examination, the Employee shall be released from
employment with the City, and the Employee shall reimburse the City for its
hiring bonus incurred to that date in accordance with the terms set forth in Section
5.

In the event the Employee voluntarily resigns or is terminated from the Carroll
Police Department without having served as a certified police officer for at least
two years, the Employee shall reimburse the City for hiring bonuses received per
the following schedule:
a. The amount of reimbursement shall be determined as follows:
1. If the Employee resigns or is terminated less than 1 year following date
of hire, one hundred percent of the total hiring bonus received.
2. If the Employee resigns or is terminated 1 year of more, but less than
two years following date of hire, fifty percent of the hiring bonus
received.

If the Employee is dismissed during the probationary period, or properly
terminated without having been employed by the City for at least two years, the
employee shall reimburse the City for hiring bonus expenses as outlined in
Section 5. If the Employee is dismissed for any other reason, such as a reduction
in force, the Employee shall not be required to pay the City for any unpaid
training costs owed.

At the end of two years of employment with the City, the amount owed for
training expenses by Employee shall be zero dollars.

Payment of any hiring bonus owed to the City by the Employee shall be made in
either a lump sum payment or consecutive monthly payments. The lump sum
payment, or the first monthly payment, is due thirty days from the last day of
employment. Monthly payments shall be made in accordance with the following
schedule:

Minimum Monthly Payment Annual Interest Rate

$200 8%
Although the minimum monthly payment is set at $200, the entire balance must
be paid in no more than 24 months. If the employee elects to make a lump sum
payment within thirty days of the last day of employment, the City will discount
the balance due by 10%. Additionally, at any time during the repayment period
the employee elects to pay off the balance, the City will discount this amount by
10%.

If the Employee is killed or permanently and totally disabled as defined in
Chapter 411 of the Iowa Code, while in the employ of the City any training
expenses shall be considered reimbursed in full.

This agreement may be amended or canceled only upon written agreement of both
the City and the Employee.

The Employee shall notify the City of the Employee's place of residence while in
the employ of the City and/or until such time as the debt for expenses is satisfied
in full.

Following the July 12, 2021, Mayor and City Council discussion of the Rezac annexation proposal,
Staff conducted further discussion with Jim Rezac. Based on the Mayor and City Council discussion,
Mzt. Rezac verbally amended his proposal to include voluntarily paying to the City a connection charge
of $0.08 per square foot of lot area for a public sanitary sewer extension to serve his property. Based
on the Rezacs’ 419,047.2-square-foot lot, the connection charge would be $33,523.78.

The preliminary estimated cost of extending public sanitary sewer to and through the Rezac property
1s as follows:

West line Rezac/Choice Auto Property $150,000
East line Rezac/Choice Auto Property $225,000

Public sanitary sewer extension to or through the Rezac property could be the first of multiple
extensions that could serve a preliminarily estimated 150 acres.

1 PLATTING — DIVISION AND SUBDIVISION OF LAND, §354.22

354.22 Vacation of official plats.

1. The proprietors of lots within an official plat who wish to vacate any portion of the
official plat shall file a petition for vacation with the governing body which would have
jurisdiction to approve the plat at the time the petition is filed. After the petition has been
filed, the governing body shall fix the time and place for public hearing on the petition.
Written notice of the proposed vacation shall be served in the manner of original notices as
provided in Iowa rules of civil procedure and be served upon proprietors and mortgagees
within the official plat that are within three hundred feet of the area to be vacated. If a
portion of the official plat adjoins a river or state-owned lake, the lowa department of natural
resources shall be served written notice of the proposed vacation. Notice of the proposed
vacation shall be published twice, with fourteen days between publications, stating the date,
time, and place of the hearing.

2. The official plat or portion of the official plat shall be vacated upon recording of all of
the following documents:

a. An instrument signed, executed, and acknowledged by all the proprietors and
mortgagees within the area of the official plat to be vacated, declaring the plat to be vacated.
The instrument shall state the existing lot description for each proprietor along with an
accurate description to be used to describe the land after the lots are vacated.

b. A resolution by the governing body approving the vacation and providing for the
conveyance of those areas included in the vacation which were previously set aside or
dedicated for public use.

c. A certificate of the auditor that the vacated part of the plat can be adequately described
for assessment and taxation purposes without reference to the vacated lots.

3. No part of this section authorizes the closing or obstructing of public highways.

4, The vacation of a portion of an official plat shall not remove or otherwise affect a
recorded restrictive covenant, protective covenant, building restriction, or use restriction.
Recorded restrictions on the use of property within an official plat shall be modified or
revoked by recording a consent to the modification or removal, signed and acknowledged
by the proprietors and mortgagees within the official plat.
