The follow is specific to the City Hall building only. A lum sum professional fee for the 
design phase and Construction Administration for the removal and replacement of the 
existing East elevation of the existing bank building (City Hall).

OPN will prepare design documents to remove and replace the existing south half of the 
East wall at the city hall building. Additional exterior elevations, wall sections, section 
details and plan details will be provided to the General Contractor (Badding Construction) 
in the form of an ITC for the project. An additional site visit was also made to evaluate the 
existing conditions on site with the city and the contractor to develop a path forward. 


Assumptions:

Overview 


• Ordinance to amend parking on Main Street 
• Resolution to approve a record of resolutions related to a City Complex 


Beautification agreement between the Carroll County and the City of 
Carroll 


Carroll County is in the process of developing a new Law Enforcement Center (LEC) adjacent to 
the Carroll County Comthouse. The proposed LEC is located in the southwest parking lot, east 
of Main Street, west of and attached to the current Comthouse, and south of the main n01th 
parking lot entrance on Main Street. The jail is proposed to be 24,519 square feet in size and 
includes the sheriffs depaitment office, administration space, jail, parking, and supp01ting 


spaces. 


To proceed as planned, the Council needs to consider three requests: 


• A request to approve a modification to the Downtown Streetscape 
• A request to approve an ordinance to amend parking on Main Street 
• A request to approve a resolution approving a record of resolutions related to a City 


Complex Beautification agreement between Carroll County and the City of Cairnll 


Modification to the Downtown Streetscape 
The project as proposed will impact the Downtown Streetscape in a number of ways. The 
attached site plan illustrates the proposed impacts. The two most substantial impacts are the 
removal of four parking spaces on the east side of Main Street and widening of the sidewalk on 
the east side of Main Street. 


The first main change to the streetscape is the removal of 4 parking spaces on the east side of Main 
Street n01th of the no1thern crosswalk at the intersection of Main Street and 5th Street. The 
proposed LEC building is situated so that the northern garage door will generally utilize the 
existing north driveway to the current southwest parking lot. The southern garage door will exit 
into the southern two parking spaces on the east side of Main Street just notth of the n01thern 
crosswalk at the intersection of Main Street and 5th Street, which will require them to be removed. 
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Due to the proximity between the two garage entrances into the LEC, it is proposed that two 


additional parking spaces on the east side of Main Street between the two crosswalks be removed.   


 


The Council should discuss the request to remove four parking spaces from Main Street.   


 


The second main change to the Downtown Streetscape is widening the pedestrian sidewalk from 


the right-of-way to approximately 24 feet into the right-of-way.  This is being proposed to 


accommodate circulation into/out of the garage spaces on the lower level of the LEC and 


minimize the impact on pedestrian circulation. 


 


At the closest point, the proposed building is setback approximately 5.6 feet from the west 


property line along Main Street.  The plan calls for the garage doors that access the lower 


parking level to be set approximately 6.6 feet from the west property line.  A typical vehicle is 


between 15 to 19 feet long.  In order to avoid conflicts the sidewalk has been widened further 


into the right-of-way and away from the property line to allow continued accessible pedestrian 


circulation. 


 


There is an alternate in the building plans that would 


inset the two garage doors and allow the garage doors to 


be setback approximately 13 feet back from the west 


property line along Main Street.  This alternative likely 


would have an additional cost to the County.  The 


benefit of this alternate would be: 


 


• The vehicle entry to and exit from the lower 


garage area would have less of an impact on 


pedestrian travel on Main Street.   


• Vehicles exiting the building would have more 


reaction time to pedestrians on the sidewalk. 


• Pedestrians would have more time to react to a vehicle exiting the building. 


• Over the years Main Street has been reconfigured and additional reconfiguring may occur 


in the future.  The LEC is a long-term, 50 to 100 year investment for the County.  Having 


the sidewalk encroach an additional 13 feet (24 feet total) in to the right-of-way will 


impact future changes to the roadway.  Moving a sidewalk 24 feet into a downtown right-


of-way is unheard of. 


 


The Council should discuss the base plans that have the doors flush with the front of the building 


and the proposed alternate that has them inset into the building in conjunction with the impacts to 


pedestrian safety and future use of the Main Street right-of-way. 


 


Ordinance to amend parking on Main Street 


As noted above, Carroll County is requesting the removal of four parking spaces from Main Street.  


The attached ordinance removes angled parking on Main Street from 5th Street to 225 feet north 


of 5th Street. The Council should consider the requested ordinance change to accommodate the 


new building entries.

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Resolution approving a record of resolutions related to a City Complex Beautification 


agreement between Carroll County and the City of Carroll 


In April during a review of City Code unrelated to the LEC project, an agreement from July 2, 


1973 between Carroll County and the City of Carroll was discovered.  In the agreement, Carroll 


County granted and conveyed for a period of 99 years from the date of the agreement the City of 


Carroll an easement for the "city complex beautification" over and across the property owned by 


Carroll County and described as the South 20 feet of Block 15, Original Town of Carroll.  Since 


the LEC is proposed to be placed up to the south property line it is within the easement area. 


 


The agreement states: 


 


“City complex beautification” as used in this Agreement means parking facilities, 


sidewalks, shrubbery, trees, lawn, lighting and any other construction which is necessary, 


other than buildings, to effect a landscaping balance between the existing courthouse and 


the city complex building. 


 


To take away any question that the LEC can be placed in this area, a “record of resolutions” has 


been drafted that allows the LEC to be placed within the easement area.  The Council should 


discuss the requested record of resolution. 


 


RECOMMENDATION:  Mayor and City Council consideration of the following items: 


• A request to approve a modification to the Downtown Streetscape as detailed in the civil 


plans dated July 30, 2019 subject to the following condition:  


o Any major modification to the civil plans for work in the Main Street right-of-


way shall be subject to review by the Carroll City Council and any minor 


modification to the civil plans for work in the Main Street right-of-way shall be 


subject to review by the Carroll City Engineer.  The City Manager shall make the 


determination between major and minor modifications.    


• A request to approve an ordinance to amend parking on Main Street 


• A request to approve a resolution approving a record of resolutions related to a City

Background 
On behalf of the City of Carroll, IA, Bolton & Menk completed a review of the parking access for the 


proposed Carroll County Law Enforcement Center. This building is planned to be constructed on the 


north half of an existing at-grade parking lot on the east side of N. Main Street, just north of W. 5th 


Street in downtown Carroll. See site location in Figure 1. This review will examine the factors that 


influence the ability and ease of motorists and pedestrians to use N. Main Street adjacent to the site 


with the proposed new parking access and provide recommendations to the City for next steps in 


conversations with Carroll County.

N. Main Street is one of three streets in the city that run the entire way north-south through Carroll. N. 
Main Street has a 2016 volume of 4,580 vehicles/day per the Iowa DOT making it one of the top five 
highest volume streets in the city. 
 
N. Main Street is approximately two-miles from residential development on the south to the Carroll 
Municipal Golf Course on the north. N. Main Street has a two-lane cross-section with one travel lane in 
each direction.  The speed limit is 25 mph and it is classified as a minor arterial.   
 


Crash History 
Crash Data was reviewed for ten years from January 1, 2008 to December 31, 2017. There were five 


crashes on N. Main Street between W. 5th Street and Hwy 30 in the 10-year period.  A summary of crash 


type is provided in the Table 1 below.  Using the 2016 volume provided by the Iowa DOT, provides for a 


segment crash rate for N. Main Street in this area of 249 crashes/100 million vehicle miles. This is a higher 


rate than the statewide average of 207 crashes/100 million vehicle miles for similar municipal minor 


arterial roadways.

Pedestrian Circulation 
Downtown Carroll has been designed with many streetscape elements over the last few years to 


enhance the appeal of the area while promoting safety and walkability. Several of these streetscape 


elements and pedestrian crossing amenities along with on-street parking are present along N. Main 


Street. This street has several destination businesses along it such as the Carroll County Courthouse, City 


of Carroll Police Station, a movie theatre, art studio, doctor’s office, dance studio, and a bar & grill. Also 


in the area is the Carroll City Library, located just south of the proposed site, which is currently 


undergoing a major renovation which will increase its attractiveness to visitors. The library currently 


hosts a variety of programing including preschool story time, book clubs, and a summer reading 


program. 


Figure 2 shows several of these destination sites along with three different childcare centers that are 


located within walking distance of the downtown area. The three colored walk routes depict the routes 


that children visiting downtown from these centers may take as part of field trip to area businesses or 


the updated library.

Proposed Site Changes 
The original site plan shared with the City for the Carroll County Law Enforcement Center is shown in 


Figure 3. The Center is planned to be a three-story building with parking on the ground floor. The 


building will house offices for the county sheriff, dispatch, and up to 50 jail cells. To access the ground-


floor parking, two access points on N. Main Street are planned to be constructed. These access points 


were proposed to allow two-way traffic out of either driveway.  


Per the County Sheriff, the main vehicles to enter and exit this secured parking under the building will be 


dispatchers, jailers, and those vehicles transporting prisoners to and from the sally port which will also 


be located on the ground floor of the proposed building. The County also plans to park its lesser used 


vehicles here. The Sheriff estimates that the traffic entering/exiting this ground level parking will consist 


of three employees per each shift (1 dispatcher and 2 jailers) with a total of three shifts per day. The 


vehicles transporting prisoners could equate to 3 vehicles per day.

Best Practices in Parking Access Design 
As part of the review of this proposed Law Enforcement Center site plan and parking access, research 
was conducted on best practices in the planning and design of parking facilities. The Dimensions of 
Parking, 5th Edition, published by the Urban Land Institute and National Parking Association was used as 
the main reference for our review. This book states that “to minimize conflicts between street traffic 
and vehicles existing from the parking facility, its best to locate exits on low volume streets…to prevent 
conflicts between parking facility traffic and intersection traffic, entrances should be located 75 feet 
from any intersection.” Chapter 8 of this book also states that parking control devices should be located 
far enough in from the street so that if a vehicle is at the card-reader control box the vehicle can clear 
the sidewalk.  
 
Chapter 21 of this book discusses several technology options for parking access control equipment. This 
section states that “in older systems, the card had to be swiped or inserted into a reader. Newer 
systems use a “prox card,” which only needs to be within a few inches of the reader…saving time and 
increasing lane throughput.”

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Coordination and Communication 
In May 2019, conversations took place with City and County Staff along with Bolton & Menk staff and 
Shive-Hattery staff, the architects on this Law Enforcement Center project. Although the number of daily 
vehicles entering or exiting this facility is anticipated to be low, there are still impacts from the proposed 
parking access design on the ability and ease of motorists and pedestrians to use N. Main Street. The 
main concerns about what was shown in the original site plan in Figure 3 were: 


• Conflicting turn movements out of both driveways 


• Call-box/card reader in the right-of-way 


• Stacking in the street and blocking of sidewalk as vehicles wait to enter the facility 


• In/Out access thru one 12’ wide access point 


• The south entrance is 50’ from the intersection of W. 5th Street/N. Main Street 


• On-street parking between the drives creates lack of visibility for vehicles exiting the facility 


• Addition of another access point on N. Main Street 


• Access directly on N. Main St instead of using the parking lot to the south to gain access 
 


To address these concerns, several options were discussed for possible changes to what was shown in 
Figure 3. These included recessed door openings, entrance from Main and exit to parking lot to south, 
entrance and call box in the south parking lot and exit onto Main, and utilizing the parking lot to the 
south for the only entrance and exit.  
 
Based on the conversations about these options, Carroll County worked with Shive-Hattery to design 
changes to the parking access and circulation. These revisions, shown in Figure 4, include: 


• The access points remained on N. Main Street 


• On-street parking removed between the drives 


• Circulation created within the garage 


• The north access was made an entrance only and the south access an exit only.  


• The only entrance is now over 75’ away from W. 5th Street  


• The building was moved back from the right-of-way so that the call-box/card reader will be out 
of the right-of-way. The call-box/card reader will be at the north access entrance only. 


• The sidewalk slopes down to be level with the two driveways on N. Main Street

Findings and Recommendations 
Several meetings to coordinate and communicate on these proposed parking access points have taken 


place over the past month. Many concerns have been raised by the City regarding these proposed 


driveways as they relate to access and integration into the existing transportation system. The County 


has also raised concerns for the operation of the facility and the safety of its employees and the public. 


Some of the city’s concerns have been addressed in the latest proposed layout shown in Figure 4, but 


some are still outstanding. Whereas, there are many positives to the revised access concept, there are 
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still several concerns, particularly when it comes to pedestrians travelling adjacent to the site and traffic 


flow in the area. 


These concerns should be addressed as N. Main Street serves as a major connection through Carroll, 


providing direct access to numerous pedestrian destinations locations within the area, while carrying 


some of the highest vehicle volumes in the city with a crash rate over the statewide average. This 


project should minimize the impact to both vehicles and pedestrians on or along this street to the fullest 


extent possible. 


Based on the revised concept, the following items still need to be addressed: 


• Blocking of sidewalk by vehicle waiting for the access door to open or waiting at the call-


box/card reader to be given access 


o An average truck/van is 18’ long, a driver typically sits 6’ back from the front, this means 


that a driver at the call-box/card reader will be blocking nearly all the sidewalk as they 


wait for the access door to open 


• The sidewalk should not dip down across the driveways, but should stay level across the 


driveways. The driveway approaches should be designed to slope up to meet the sidewalk and 


provide drainage away from the building without a “rollercoaster” effect to the sidewalk.  


• The current existing bump outs need to be reconfigured to provide better driveway/access 


design and integration into the streetscape. What is shown has old curbs and new curbs joining 


at odd angles which could become maintenance issues for snow removal dirt and debris 


collection. The flush paver bump out on the north end of the site should be raised completely to 


better tie into the proposed driveways for this site. 


The sketch in Figure 5 has been prepared to highlight ways that the remaining concerns could be 


addressed with modifications to the site design provided. The changes included with this sketch address 


the City’s concerns with N. Main Street that are still outlying and recommend that the Law Enforcement 


Center site drawings be revised to address the remaining concerns. We also recommend that Carroll 


County explore the use of parking facility access technology to aid in the expedience of entering the 


parking area under the Center to minimize the impact to the travelling public in downtown Carroll. 


As the County progresses through the final stages of design and plan development for this facility, we 
would be happy to review future layouts or construction site plans and continue to work with the City 
for a positive outcome for all stakeholders.

Dear Mayor and Council Members,


On behalf of our client, Carroll County, we respectfully request a waiver of the City streetscape 
requirements to eliminate the parking stalls along North Main Street in front of the proposed Carroll 
County Law Enforcement Center.  By eliminating these parking stalls, it would provide a widened 
pedestrian sidewalk along the building and crossings at the incoming/outgoing building drive accesses.  
It also provides better sightlines for drivers to see pedestrians and vehicular traffic when entering and 
leaving the enclosed parking areas.
 
The preferred site layout from the County’s perspective provides a 30.67’ from the proposed back of 
curb to the face of the overhead doors. Included in the documentation is a bid alternate to recess the 
overhead building doors an additional 6’ from the face of the building to provide even more clearance for 
pedestrians to cross the access drives.  However, the bid alternate would likely increase the overall cost 
to accommodate the structural overhang for the upper levels of the building.  The County has reduced 
the size of the Security Vehicular Sallyport to provide a pull through internal within the building.  This will 
allow for the north overhead door to be entry only and the south overhead door to be exit only satisfying 
a concern expressed by the City.  


We request this project to be presented at the August 12th City Council meeting for approval.  Please 
refer to the submitted Site Plans for additional design information.

Working with OPN Architects, staff has been obtaining pricing for the end panels for the Carroll 
Public Library shelving. Many libraries in Iowa use Iowa Prison Industries (IPI) for the shelving 
end panels due to competitive prices and the quality of work. Staff also felt it was impo1iant to 
see an additional quote for the product so OPN Architects worked with shelving vendor Library 
Furniture International (LFI) to obtain an additional quote for the product. 


Firm pricing cannot be provided until a vendor is selected and final designs for the end panels are 
completed. Based on discussion between OPN and the two vendors the estimated pricing for the 
Library shelving end panels, including freight and installation are as follows: 


IPI $19,635 
LFI $86,250 


Once a vendor is selected, OPN will work to review final design for the panels, coordination with 
shelving, etc. and a final pricing will be obtained. Based on price, OPN has recommended to 
proceed with IPL During design development with IPI, changes in pricing will occur.

The Certificate of Substantial Completion for the Downtown Streetscape Phase 9 project was 
accepted on January 14, 2019, with a December 14, 2018 substantial completion date.

Upon further review, including 
City Manager and City Attorney, it is concluded that completion delay due to extended light unit 
delivery was beyond control of the contractor. It was also determined that the actual damage to 
the City as a result of the completion delay was minimal.

With the upcoming purchase of the F01mer City Hotel prope1ty at 224 N Main Street, staff has been working 
to identify funding sources for the acquisition and demolition of the prope1ty. One way to finance that work is 
to use Tax Increment Financing which would require an amendment to the cmTent Central Business District 
Urban Renewal Area. The first step in the process is to amend the Central Business District Urban Renewal 
(UR) Plan (aka Downtown UR Plan). 


A map is attached to a proposed amended UR plan depicting the original m·eas and the proposed new expanded 
m·ea. The main changes to the UR plan include identifying the projects to be completed using tax increment 
financing (TIF) as the funding source (see Section IV) and expand the UR m-ea. 


The City has been working with Nathan Overberg, attorney with Ahlers & Cooney, P.C., to make necessmy 
changes to the UR plan. Also attached is a resolution to start the process to amend the cmTent UR plan. The 
resolution accomplishes a number of legally required steps in this process including: 


(i) setting the date for a consultation with all affected tax entities (August 19th), 
(ii) designating the City Manager as the representative for the city for the consultation, 
(iii) directing notice to be mailed to all affected taxing entities (Cairnll County and Cmrnll Community 


School District), 
(iv) setting a public hearing for the proposed plan (September 9th), 
(v) directing notice of public hem'ing to be published, and 
(vi) directing a copy of the proposed plan be on file in the City Clerk's office for inspection. 


Upon Council approval of the attached resolution, consultation with the affected taxing entities will be 
scheduled for August 19th at 2PM and public hearing and adoption of the proposed UR plan to be held at the 
September 9th Council meeting. After amending the UR plan, the Council would need to amend the cmTent 
TIF district in order to collect TIF from the newly amended UR m·ea. That ordinance will be brought to the 
Council at the appropriate time.

RESOLUTION SETTING DATES OF A 
CONSULTATION AND A PUBLIC HEARING ON A 
PROPOSED SIXTH AMENDED AND RESTATED URBAN 
RENEW AL PLAN FOR THE CENTRAL BUSINESS DISTRICT 
PROJECT AREA IN THE CITY OF CARROLL, STATE OF 


WHEREAS, this Council previously found and determined that ce1iain areas located within 
the City are eligible and should be designated as an urban renewal area under Iowa law, and 
approved and adopted the Urban Renewal Plan (the "Original Urban Renewal Plan") for an urban 
renewal area named the Central Business District Project Area (the "Urban Renewal Area") 
described therein; and 


WHEREAS, the Original Urban Renewal Plan, as adopted in 1967, was amended in 1971, 
1985, 1990, and 1991, and amended and restated in 2008, 2012, 2014, 2015, and 2016; and 


WHEREAS, this Urban Renewal Area cmTently includes and consists of: 


A. Original Project Area (1967) (Blighted Area) 


Commencing at the intersection of the centerline of Sixth Street and the easterly 
right of way line of Court Street; thence South along said easterly right of way line 
of Court Street to the southerly right of way line of Fifth Street; thence West along 
said southerly right of way line of Fifth Street to the easterly right of way line of 
Main Street; thence south along the right of way line of Main Street to the southerly 
right of way line of Fomih Street; thence west along said southerly right of way 
line of Fourth Street to a point approximately 15 feet nmiheasterly and parallel to 
the northeastern-most track of the Chicago & Great Western Railroad; thence 
nmihwesterly (approximately 15') parallel to the railroad track to the westerly line 
of the north-south alley extended between West Street and Can-oll Street; thence 
nmih along the westerly line of said alley to the centerline of Sixth Street; thence 
east along said centerline of Sixth Street to the point of beginning. 


B. First Amended Project Area (1971) (Blighted Area) 


Block 23 located between 5th
, Main, 4th


, and Court Streets. 


C. Second Amended Project Area (1985) (Blighted Area) 


Commencing at the southeast corner of the intersection of Fourth Street with 
Adams Street; thence westerly along the southerly right of way line of Fourth Street 
to the easterly right of way line of Carroll Street; thence southerly to a point 
approximately 40 feet nmih of the northerly track of the Chicago and Nmihwestern 
Railroad; thence westerly approximately 40 feet parallel to said nmiherly track to 
a point approximately 600 feet west of the westerly right of way line of West Street; 
thence nmiherly parallel to and 600 feet west of West Street to the middle of Sixth

boundary of the railroad right of way; thence West along the no1ihern boundary of 
the railroad right of way to the easterly right of way line of Main Street; thence 
No1ih along said easterly right of way line of Main Street to the n01iherly right of 
way line of Fomih Street; thence East along said no1iherly right of way line of 
Fourth Street to the westerly right of way line of Comi Street; thence North along 
said westerly right of way line of Comi Street to the southerly right of way line of 
Fifth Street. 


WHEREAS, City staff has caused there to be prepared an amendment to the Original Urban 
Renewal Plan, as previously amended, in the form of a Sixth Amended and Restated Central 
Business District Urban Renewal Plan ("Sixth Amended and Restated Plan"), a copy of which has 
been placed on file for public inspection in the office of the City Clerk and which is incorporated 
herein by reference, the purpose of which is to add land to the Urban Renewal Area and identify 
new urban renewal projects to be undertaken in the Urban Renewal Area; and 


WHEREAS, it is desirable that the area be redeveloped as paii of the overall 
redevelopment covered by the Original Urban Renewal Plan, as previously amended and restated; 
and 


WHEREAS, this proposed Sixth Amended and Restated Plan adds land to the Urban 
Renewal Area, as follows: 


Eighth Amended Project Area (2019) (Economic Development Area) 


Commencing at the intersection of the easterly right of way line of Clark Street and 
the northern boundary of the railroad right of way; thence West along the n01ihern 
boundary of the railroad right of way to the westerly right of way line of Main 
Street; thence South along said westerly right of way line of Main Street to the 
southerly right of way line of Second Street; thence East along said southerly right 
of way line of Second Street to the easterly right of way line of Court Street; thence 
N01ih along said easterly right of way line of Comi Street to the southerly right of 
way line of Third Street; thence East along said southerly right of way line of Third 
Street to the easterly right of way line of Clark Street; thence N01ih along said 
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easterly right of way line of Clark Street to the northern boundary of the railroad 
right of way and the point of beginning. 


WHEREAS, the Iowa statutes require the City Council to notify all affected taxing entities 
of the consideration being given to the proposed Sixth Amended and Restated Plan and to hold a 
consultation with such taxing entities with respect thereto, and further provides that the designated 
representative of each affected taxing entity may attend the consultation and make written 
recommendations for modifications to the proposed division ofrevenue included as a pmi thereof, 
to which the City shall submit written responses as provided in Section 403.5, Code of Iowa, as 
amended; and 


WHEREAS, the Iowa statutes fu1iher require the City Council to hold a public hearing on 
the proposed Sixth Amended and Restated Plan subsequent to notice thereof by publication in a 
newspaper having general circulation within the City, which notice shall describe the time, date, 
place and purpose of the hearing, shall generally identify the urban renewal area covered by the 
Sixth Amended and Restated Plan and shall outline the general scope of the urban renewal project 
under consideration, with a copy of the notice also being mailed to each affected taxing entity.

To accomplish the objectives of the Amended and Restated Plan, 
and to encourage the further economic development of the Urban Renewal Area, the Amended 
and Restated Plan provides that such special financing activities may include, but not be limited 
to, the making of loans or grants of public funds to private entities under Chapter 15A, Code of 
Iowa. The City also may reimburse or directly undertake the installation, construction and 
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reconstruction of substantial public improvements, including, but not limited to, street, water, 
sanitary sewer, storm sewer or other public improvements. The City also may acquire and make 
land available for development or redevelopment by private enterprise as authorized by law. The 
Amended and Restated Plan provides that the City may issue bonds or use available funds for 
purposes allowed by the Amended and Restated Plan and that tax increment reimbursement of the 
costs of urban renewal projects may be sought if and to the extent incurred by the City. The 
Amended and Restated Plan initially proposes specific public infrastructure or site improvements 
to be unde1iaken by the City, and provides that the Amended and Restated Plan may be fu1iher 
amended from time to time. 


The proposed Amended and Restated Plan would add land to the Urban Renewal Area and 
identify new urban renewal projects to be unde1iaken in the Urban Renewal Area. 


Any person or organization desiring to be heard shall be afforded an oppmiunity to be 
heard at such hearing.

I. INTRODUCTION 


This Sixth Amended and Restated Urban Renewal Plan (the "Urban Renewal Plan" or 
"Plan") has been prepared to provide for the continued development of the Central Business 
District Project Area (the "Project Area") of the City of Cairnll, Iowa (the "City"), and to 
stimulate, through public actions, financings and commitments, private investment in the re­
development and in rehabilitation in the urban renewal Project Area. In order to achieve this 
objective, the City will unde1iake the urban renewal actions specified in this Plan, pursuant to the 
powers granted to it under Chapter 403 and 15A of the Code of Iowa, 2019, as amended (the 
"Code"). 


This Plan is a further amendment and restatement of the original Urban Renewal Plan for 
the Central Business District, adopted by the City Council in 1967 and amended in 1971, 1985, 
1990 and 1991, and amended and restated in 2008, 2012, 2014, 2015, and 2016. This Plan shall 
serve as a new Urban Renewal Plan for the expanded and combined urban renewal project areas 
described herein. The primary purposes for this sixth amendment and restatement is to add 
additional land to the Project Area (the added land referred to as the "Eighth Amended Project 
Area") and update the list of proposed projects to be unde1iaken within the Project Area. 


II. DESIGNATION AND DESCRIPTION OF URBAN RENEWAL AREA 


The Project Area is an "urban renewal area" as defined in the Code and is located within 
the city of Carroll, County of CatToll, State of Iowa. The Original Project Area was designated as 
appropriate for the remediation of blight and property subsequently added by amendment was 
designated as either blighted or appropriate for the promotion of economic development 
( commercial and industrial) as identified below. The Eighth Amended Project Area contains a 
blighted property with a delipidated building requiring remediation and the remainder of the 
prope1iy is appropriate for the promotion of economic development ( commercial and industrial). 
As such, the Project Area continues to be appropriate for both the remediation of blight and 
promotion of economic development ( commercial and industrial). 


The general boundaries of the Project Area are illustrated on the Project Area Map(s) 
attached hereto as Exhibit A. The entire urban renewal area is comprised of nine (9) contiguous 
parcels or areas described as follows: 


A. Original Project Area (1967) (Blighted Area) 


Commencing at the intersection of the centerline of Sixth Street and the easterly right 
of way line of Court Street; thence South along said easterly right of way line of 
Comi Street to the southerly right of way line of Fifth Street; thence West along said 
southerly right of way line of Fifth Street to the easterly right of way line of Main 
Street; thence south along the right of way line of Main Street to the southerly right of 
way line ofFomih Street; thence west along said southerly right of way line of Fourth 
Street to a point approximately 15 feet northeasterly and parallel to the northeastern-







most track of the Chicago & Great Western Railroad; thence n01ihwesterly 
(approximately 15') parallel to the railroad track to the westerly line of the north­
south alley extended between West Street and Canoll Street; thence north along the 
westerly line of said alley to the centerline of Sixth Street; thence east along said 
centerline of Sixth Street to the point of beginning. 


B. First Amended Project Area (1971) (Blighted Area) 


Block 23 located between 5th
, Main, 4t11, and Comi Streets. 


C. Second Amended Project Area (1985) (Blighted Area) 


Commencing at the southeast corner of the intersection of Fomih Street with Adams 
Street; thence westerly along the southerly right of way line of Fomih Street to the 
easterly right of way line of Canoll Street; thence southerly to a point approximately 
40 feet north of the n01iherly track of the Chicago and Northwestern Railroad; thence 
westerly approximately 40 feet parallel to said northerly track to a point 
approximately 600 feet west of the westerly right of way line of West Street; thence 
n01iherly parallel to and 600 feet west of West Street to the middle of Sixth Street; 
thence easterly along the middle of Sixth Street to the westerly line of the alley 
between West Street and Carroll Street; thence south along the westerly line of said 
alley to a point 15 feet n01iheast of the former n01iheast track of the Chicago and 
Great Western Railroad; thence southeasterly 15 feet parallel to said former track to 
the point of beginning. 


D. Third Amended Project Area (1990) (Blighted Area)

III. URBAN RENEW AL PLAN OBJECTIVES 


The overall goal of the Plan is to formulate and execute a workable program using public 
and private resources to eliminate blight and obsolescence within the renewal area and to 
alleviate and prevent conditions of unemployment by assisting and retaining local industries and 
commercial enterprises to strengthen and revitalize the economy while fostering redevelopment 
and rehabilitation activities consistent with the sound needs of the Central Business District and 
the City as a whole. 


In accordance with the above overall goal, the primary re-development and rehabilitation 
objectives of the renewal area are as follows: 


I. To preserve and create an environment which will protect the health, 
safety and general welfare of the City, preserve existing values of properties to remain 
within and adjacent to the Project Area, and to preserve taxable values of property within 
the area. 


2. To eliminate substandard and obsolescent buildings, blighting influences, 
and environmental deficiencies which presently detract from the functional unity, 
aesthetic appearance, and economic welfare of the City, and to establish conditions which 
will prevent the recurrence of blight and blighting conditions. 


3. To strengthen Can-oll as the retail trade, business, financial, 
administrative, governmental, and cultural center of the regional area by attracting new 
industries and businesses to the City and to encourage the expansion of existing city 
industries and businesses. 


4. To provide a more marketable and attractive investment climate through 
the use of various federal, state and local incentives. 







5. To strengthen the economic well-being of Carroll and the Central Business 
District area by increasing retail and commercial activity, taxable values, and job 
opportunities. 


6. To establish a pattern of land-use activities arranged in compact, 
compatible groupings so as to enhance the efficiency of operation and economic inter­
relationships. 


7. To provide for the orderly physical and economic growth of the Central 
Business District area through controlled re-development and rehabilitation. 


8. To achieve development which is integrated both functionally and 
aesthetically with existing development which is to remain. 


9. To ensure that the area is adequately served with public infrastructure and 
utilities, including roadways, storm and sanitary sewers, streetscape improvements, 
water, power, gas and telephone. 


10. To improve the appearance of buildings, rights-of-way and open spaces, 
and to encourage high standards of design. 


11. To provide sites to allow for an orderly expansion and professional up-
grading of existing retail, commercial, professional and business uses and for the 
construction of new major retail or commercial and retail-related uses. 


12. To provide sites for offstreet public parking facilities. 


13. To encourage land uses compatible with the retail, professional and 
commercial functions of the Central Business District area, and the removal, prevention 
and discouragement of uses incompatible with that function. 


14. To preserve major existing concentrations of sound retail and business 
uses through private rehabilitation and code enforcement. 


15. To encourage beautification of the Central Business District area through 
appropriate public and private improvements. 


16. The establishment of a circulation system which will enhance vehicular 
and pedestrian access to all paiis of the expanded retail area and facilitate the proper 
growth and development of the community in accordance with sound planning standards 
and local community objectives. 







IV. PROJECT AREA ACTIVITIES AND ELIGIBLE PROJECTS 


As a means of assisting in the continued development of the Project Area and fulfilling of 
the objectives of this Urban Renewal Plan, the City may determine: 


1. To unde1iake and carry out urban renewal project activities through the 
execution of contracts and other instruments; 


2. To airnnge for or cause to be provided the construction or repair of public 
infrastructure improvements, including alley, street and streetscape improvements 
(including those street and streetscape improvements being undertaken as part of the 
Corridor of Commerce Streetscape projects), water, sanitary sewer and storm sewer 
systems, traffic signals, sidewalks, and public utilities or other facilities in connection 
with urban renewal projects; 


3. To acquire prope1iy and dispose of property so acquired (by sale, lease, 
exchange or otherwise) for purposes of private redevelopment; 


4 To unde1iake the construction of improvements at or adjacent to the 
intersection of U.S. Highway 30 and Grant Road including demolition, grading and site 
preparation; utility, bridge, roadway and sidewalk construction; right-of-way and other 
property purchase; safety and traffic control improvements and other work necessary for 
a complete project; 


5. To make loans or grants to private persons or businesses for economic 
development purposes on such terms as may be determined by the City Council; 


6. To borrow money and provide security therefor; 


7. To establish and enforce controls, standards and restrictions on land use 
and buildings; 


8. To make or have made surveys and plans necessary for the 
implementation of the urban renewal program and specific urban renewal project 
activities; 


9. To use tax increment financing to achieve a more marketable and 
competitive land offering price, to provide for necessary physical improvements and 
infrastructure, and to fund other urban renewal project costs; or 


10. To use any and all other powers, without limitation, granted by the Code 
to develop and provide for improved economic conditions in the City of CaiToll. 







Numerous urban renewal projects were authorized prior to the date of this Sixth 
Amended and Restated Plan and are continuing. Other anticipated projects are being identified 
for the first time in this Sixth Amended and Restated Plan. All of the identified projects further 
the stated purposes and objectives of the Plan and are anticipated to be completed during the life 
of the Plan. The urban renewal projects currently in process or anticipated consist of the 
following: 


• Streetscape improvements as part of the Corridor of Commerce Master Plan, 
including but not limited to:

• Downtown business identification signage improvements. 
• Community and wayfinding signage improvements. 







• The acquisition, demolition, clearing, disconnection of utilities, grading, 
and/or other related work for the removal of some or all buildings on 
propeiiies that contain building(s) that has been declared a dangerous building 
by the City of Carroll. 


• Disposition of prope1iies acquired by the City of Carroll. 
• The City expects to consider requests for Development Agreements for 


projects that are consistent with this Plan, in the City's sole discretion. Such 
Agreements are unknown at this time, but based on past history, and 
dependent on development oppo1iunities and climate, the City expects to 
consider a broad range of incentives as authorized by this Plan, including but 
not limited to land, loans, grants, tax rebates, infrastructure assistance and 
other incentives. The costs of such Development Agreements will not exceed 
$800,000 


• Planning, engineering fees (for urban renewal plans), attorney fees, other 
related costs to support urban renewal projects and planning. 


V. SPECIAL FINANCING ACTIVITIES 


To meet the objectives of this Urban Renewal Plan and to encourage continued private 
investment in and the development of the Project Area, the City may determine to provide 
financial assistance to qualified private businesses through the making of loans or grants under 
Chapter 15A of the Code and through the use of tax increment financing under Chapter 403 of 
the Code. 


A. Chapter 15A Loans or Grants. The making of loans or grants of public funds to 
private businesses within the Project Area may be deemed necessary or appropriate for economic 
development purposes (as defined in Chapter 15A of the Code) and to aid in the planning, 
undertaking and carrying out of urban renewal project activities authorized under this Urban 
Renewal Plan and the Code. Accordingly, in fmiherance of the objectives of this Urban 
Renewal Plan, the City may determine to issue general obligation bonds, tax increment revenue 
bonds or other such obligations, or loan agreements for the purpose of making loans or grants of 
public funds to private businesses located in the Project Area. Alternatively, the City may 
determine to use available funds for making such loans or grants. In determining qualifications 
of recipients and whether to make any such individual loan or grant, the City shall consider, 
among other things, one or more of the factors set forth in Section 15A.1 of the Code on a case­
by-case basis. 


B. Tax Increment Financing. The City intends to utilize tax increment financing as a 
means to help pay for the costs associated with the continued development and improvement of 
the Project Area. General obligation bonds, tax increment revenue bonds or other such 
obligations or loan agreements may be issued by the City, and the City may advance available 
funds to pay project costs in anticipation of such borrowing, and tax increment reimbursement 
may be sought for, among other things, the following costs (if and to the extent incmTed by the 
City): 







1. The construction of public improvements, such as streets and streetscape 
improvements, sanitary sewers, storm sewers, water mains or sidewalks; 


2. The acquisition of land and preparation of same for sale to private 
developers; 


3. The making of loans or grants to private businesses under Chapter 15A of 
the Code, including the grants/rebate payments to be made to DMBA Properties & 
Consulting, Inc. and Biokinemetrics ( described in Section IV) and any debt service 
payments on any bonds or notes issued to finance such loans or grants; or 


4. Providing the local matching share of CEBA, RISE or other state, federal 
or local grants and loan programs. 


5. The costs associated with any of the other Project Area Activities 
described in Section IV of this Plan that are unde1iaken by the City, including any related 
legal, engineering or other consultant costs. 


Nothing herein shall be construed as a limitation on the power of the City to exercise any 
lawful power granted to the City under Chapter 15A, Chapter 260E, Chapter 384, Chapter 403, 
Chapter 404, Chapter 427B, or any other provision of the Code in furtherance of the objectives 
of this Urban Renewal Plan. 


VI. PROPERTY ACQUISITION/DISPOSITION 


Notwithstanding prior plan provisions, the City will follow any and all applicable 
requirements for the acquisition and disposition of prope1iy upon terms and conditions in the 
discretion of the City Council. 


Notwithstanding prior plan provisions, the City will enter into development agreements 
and other agreements with developers upon te1ms and conditions in the discretion of the City 
Council. 


VII. CLEARANCE AND DISPOSITION OF PROPERTY 


The City may make improvements in preparation for redevelopment or transfer of land to 
private developers. Improvements will be accomplished in accordance with the goals and 
objectives of this Urban Renewal Plan and in conce1i with other actions to ensure timely 
improvement of the land. 


The City may advertise and solicit development proposals, may negotiate directly with 
prospective developers, and may dispose of all or a portion of the property acquired by it for the 
purpose of redevelopment in accordance with the goals and objectives of this Urban Renewal 







Plan. The property so disposed of may include vacated right-of-way and other lands under 
public ownership which are not needed for public purposes. 


The City may subdivide, vacate or otherwise change the recorded arrangement of 
property under its control to accomplish the goals and objectives of this Urban Renewal Plan. 


VIII. LAND USE DEVELOPMENT 


The planning criteria to be used to guide the physical development of the Project Area are 
those standards and guidelines contained within the City of Cairnll's zoning ordinances and other 
applicable local, state and federal codes and ordinances. This Urban Renewal Plan does not in 
any way replace or modify the City's current land use planning or zoning regulation process. 


The City of Carroll has a general plan for the physical development of the City as a 
whole outlined in the City's Comprehensive Plan dated February 25, 2013. The goals and 
objectives of the Urban Renewal Plan, including the urban renewal projects, are in confmmity 
with the City's Comprehensive Plan. 


The need for improved traffic, public transportation, public utilities, recreational and 
community facilities, or other public improvements within the Project Area is set forth in this 
Plan, as amended. As the Project Area develops, the need for public infrastructure extensions and 
upgrades will be evaluated and planned for by the City. 


IX. RELOCATION 


The City does not expect there to be any relocation required as paii of the eligible urban 
renewal projects; however, if any relocation is necessary, the City will follow all applicable 
relocation requirements. 


X. DEVELOPER REQUIREMENTS 


In consideration of the efforts to be made by the City in fmihering the development of the 
Project Area, developers that desire City assistance in connection with a project will be required 
to observe the land use requirements of this Urban Renewal Plan and to enter into a contractual 
agreement with the City in order to assure that the objectives of this Urban Renewal Plan are 
fmihered or achieved. 


Developers of City-owned properties will be selected on the basis of the confo1mance of 
their proposals to the Urban Renewal Plan and a determination of their ability to cany out such 
proposals. This may be through fixed-price offerings, through negotiation or by other means 
which, in the determination of the City, will best assure the attainment of the development of the 
Project Area and the objectives of this Urban Renewal Plan. 


Developers will not be permitted to defer the start of construction for a period longer than 
that required to prepare architectural plans, obtain satisfactory financing, and the review and 
approval of such plans by the City in order to establish their conformance with the provisions of 







this Urban Renewal Plan. In addition, it is expected that the following provisions will be 
included in agreements with developers: 


1. Developers will submit plans and schedules for the proposed development 
to the City and will keep the City informed regarding progress on implementing these 
plans; 


2. Any land purchased from the City can only be used for the purpose of 
development, and not for speculation; 


3. Any ownership parcel made up in part of land acquired from the City will 
be built upon and improved in conformity with the objectives and provisions of this 
Urban Renewal Plan; 


4. Construction of improvements will be initiated and completed within a 
reasonable time; and 


5. There will be no discrimination against any person or group of persons on 
account of race, creed, color, national origin or ancestry in the sale, lease, sublease, 
transfer, use of enjoyment of the premises therein conveyed, nor will the developers 
themselves, or any claiming under or through them, establish or pe1mit such practices of 
discrimination or segregation with respect to the selection, location, number, use or 
occupancy of tenants, lessees, or sub lessees in the premises therein conveyed. 


The contract and other disposition documents to be executed by the developer will set 
forth, in detail, the provisions, standards and criteria for achieving the objectives and land use 
requirements established in this Urban Renewal Plan. 


XI. PROJECT AND CITY INDEBTEDNESS 


At this time, the extent of public improvements and other urban renewal activities to be 
undertaken within the Project Area is only generally known. A variety of unidentified private 
improvements, as well as public infrastructure improvements, are expected to be constructed 
within the Project Area during the duration of this Urban Renewal Plan. As such, the eventual 
level of City participation in both private and public improvements for the economic 
development of the Project Area cannot be fully determined at this time. However, to the extent 
that new tax increment revenues are generated and other appropriate funding sources are 
identified, the City may unde1iake a variety of project-related activities in the future. 


At the present time, it is anticipated that future City tax increment collections for project­
related activities within the Project Area after the adoption of this Sixth Amended and Restated 
Urban Renewal Plan will not exceed $10,000,000. Proceeds of such tax increment collections 
will be used to reimburse the City for the costs of unde1iaking the Project Area Activities and 
Projects described in this Plan within the Project Area. 







As of June 30, 2019, the City of Carroll's outstanding general obligation indebtedness 
was $6,675,000. A1iicle XI, Section 3 of the Constitution of the State of Iowa limits the amount 
of City debt outstanding at any time to no more than five percent of the value, as shown by the 
last certified state and county tax list, of all taxable prope1iy within the City. Based upon the 
actual value for 2018 of $859,641,400 (total actual value) on all taxable property within the City 
of Carroll, the City cunently is limited to $36,307,070 of additional general obligation 
indebtedness. 


XII. STATE AND LOCAL REQUIREMENTS 


All provisions necessary to conform with state and local law will be complied with by the 
City in implementing this Urban Renewal Plan and its supporting documents. 


XIII. REPEALER AND SEVERABILITY 


Any paiis of the previous Plan, as previously amended, in conflict with this Amendment 
are hereby repealed. In the event one or more provisions contained in this Urban Renewal Plan 
shall be held for any reason to be invalid, illegal, unauthorized or unenforceable in any respect, 
such invalidity, illegality, lack of authorization or unenforceability shall not affect any other 
provision of this Urban Renewal Plan, and this Urban Renewal Plan shall be construed and 
implemented as if such provisions had never been contained herein. 


XIV. PROCEDURE FOR CHANGES IN THE APPROVED URBAN RENEWAL PLAN 


If the City of Canoll desires to modify this Plan, it may do so after holding a public 
hearing on the proposed change in accordance with applicable State and local law. 


Any change affecting any prope1iy or contractual right can be effectuated only 111 


accordance with applicable State and local law. 


XV. DURATION OF URBAN RENEWAL PLAN 


This Urban Renewal Plan shall be effective upon adoption by the City Council of the 
City of Canoll, Iowa, and shall remain in full force and effect until amended or rescinded by the 
City Council. However, the use of tax increment financing revenues (including the amount of 
loans, advances, indebtedness or bonds which qualify for payment from the division of revenue 
provided in Section 403 .19 of the Code) by the City for activities cmried out under this Urban 
Renewal Plan shall be limited as deemed appropriate by the City Council and consistent with all 
applicable provisions of law.

SCOPE OF SERVICES 


PROJECT DESCRIPTION: 


The project involves the rehabilitation of the existing 500,000-gallon elevated water storage tank located near the 


intersection of N. Court Street and E. 14th Street. The proposed rehabilitation consists of cleaning and repainting of the 


tank interior and exterior along with the installation of a new hydrodynamic mixing system on the tank inlet piping. JEO 


prepared plans and specifications that were used to obtain an IDNR Construction Permit and solicit bids from prospective 


contractors through a formal bidding process. 


The work to be performed by JEO (Engineer) through this amendment shall generally encompass the overall construction 


administration and onsite inspection of the contractor's work on the project; including the services of a NACE Certified 


coatings inspector.
