SUBJECT: Former Iowa Power — Power Plant Encroachment
Property Transfer — DMBA Property & Consulting, Inc.

October 9 is the date established for a public hearing on the transfer of City property by permanent
easement to DMBA Property & Consulting, Inc. portions of North Clark Street, East 4% Street, and

East 5" Street.

In preparing to transfer the former lowa Power — Power Plant from DMBA Property &
Consulting, Inc. to the owners of Carroll Brewing Company it was discovered that the building
encroaches into the right-of-way of North Clark Street, East 4% Street, and East 5™ Street.
Additionally, it was discovered that the north wall of the former coal storage area encroaches into

the right-of-way of East 5% Street.

It appears that the power plant was originally constructed sometime in or prior to the 1920’s. Then
in the 1940’s the building appears to have been renovated and expanded over the originally
constructed building. This is likely when the encroachment occurred.

There is a number of methods that could be used to cure this issue. At this time staff is
recommending that the City Council consider conveying an easement to DMBA Property &
Consulting, Inc. and their successors. The purpose of the easement would be to permit the
buildings to remain in their current location and permit ongoing maintenance of the buildings.

Two easements are proposed, one for the former lowa Power — Power Plant and one for the new
Biokinemetrics building built on the wall of the former coal storage area. Each easement would
remain until such time that the building associated with that easement is destroyed or removed.
This would legitimize the encroachment while protecting the City right-a-way for street and utility
needs now and into the future.

Superficially the request is for easements over the western 1.8 feet of Clark Street, the northern 1
foot of 4™ Street, and the southern 1 foot of 5™ Street all adjacent to the former Iowa Power —
Power Plant. The attached easement plats depict the requested easements in detail.

DMBA Property & Consulting, Inc. has agreed to purchase said easement for a total of $250.00
plus City incurred legal expenses. Attached to this report are copies of two easements which is
necessary to completed the property transfer to DMBA Property & Consulting, Inc.
