DESIGN SERVICES AGREEMENT

THIS AGREEMENT, made and entered into this 23rd day of October, 2017, by and between the City of
Carroll, a municipal corporation, hereinafter referred to as the City, and CONFLUENCE, of Des Moines, lowa,

hereinafter referred to as the Consultant.

WHEREAS, the City desires the services of a consutting firm to prepare final design work, construction plans,
specifications, and bidding phase services for Phase-9 of the Corridor of Commerce Downtown Strestscape

Project.

NOW THEREFORE, it is agreed by and between the parties hereto that the City does now contract with the
Consultant to provide services as set forth herein.

I, SCOPE OF SERVICES

Consultant agress to perform the following services for the City, and to do so in a timely and satisfactory
manner.

PHASE-9 CORRIDOR OF COMMERCE DOWNTOWN STREETSCAPE PROJECT

A. FINAL DESIGN DEVELOPMENT

The specific, detailed elements of Clark Street between 4™ Street and 7™ Street, 5 Street between
Clark Street and Court Street, and 4t Strest between Clark Strest and Adams Street (see attached
Exhibit ‘B’), as established by the Corridor of Commerce Phases - 1, 2, 3, 4, 7 and 8 Plans, will be
further refined to facilitate preparation of the construction documents and more accurate cost
opinions. Scope will also include renovation of existing curb ramps to replace composite detectable
warning plates with cast iron per the City standard. A tabulation of curb ramps will be provided by
the City. Three technical review meetings with the City staff will be required during this process.
CONFLUENCE will utilize JEO Engineering for survey preparation and as the lead electrical engineer
and clivil engineer. CONFLUENCE can also address the City Council with an update of the project
toward the end of this stage, if needed. Phase 9 does not include the design or construction of work
for Highway 30 roadway. The project area outlined above includes only the area from edge of new
gutter to building face or City Right-of-Way, and includes a total of fourteen (14} block faces. No full

street replacement is included in this project.

B. CONSTRUCTION DOCUMENTS, PLANS AND SPECIFICATIONS

Cover / Title Sheet
Prepare a cover plan sheet for the plan set. The cover sheet will be in a format suitable to the City

and will include the following: project title, shest index, city name, certifications, location map and
legend.

Tabulation of Estimated Quantitiss and Construction Notes
Prepare a plan or plans indicating in tabular format the final bid items, quantity, size, etc. to be

included in the project and a listing of key general construction notes.

Construction Staging, Seguencing and Traffic Control Plans
This item consists of design and drafting of a plan or plans indicating the recommended project
staging and sequencing of construction. Minimizing disturbance to businesses and the general

public will be a key element in generating these plans.






Demcalition / Removal Plans
Prepare final plans showing existing project area conditions at a minimum scale of 1" = 40’ and

indicating by notes and symbols the items to be removed, salvaged and / or protected.

Layout Plan
Prepare final layout plans at a minimum scale of 1” = 40’ indicating the proposed location to the

nearest tenth of a foot of the proposed strestscape elements.

Grading Plan

CONFLUENGCE will assist in the preparation of the advance notice to bidders and formal notices of

" hearing and letting.” Publication costs shall be borne by the City. A list of possible bidders will be
provided to the City.

CONFLUENCE will be available to answer guestions from contractors prior to the letting and shall

prepare addenda as appropriate to interpret, clarify or expand the bidding documents.

The City of Carroll received a call about a hazardous tree at 632 East 2 Street from a neighbor.
The neighbor has experienced at least two occasions were limbs from the tree at 632 East ond
Street fell onto their home and resulted in property damage. In one case a tree limb broke through
the roof into a bedroom.

Related to trees, City Code Chapter 151 provides for the following:

151.06 INSPECTION AND REMOVAL.
The Council shall inspect or cause to be inspected any trees or shrubs in the City reported
or suspected to be dead, diseased or damaged, and such trees and shrubs shall be subject to

the following;:

2. Private Property. Ifit is determined with reasonable certainty that any such condition
exists on private property and that danger to other trees or to adjoining property or passing
motorists or pedestrians is imminent, the Council shall notify by certified mail the owner,
occupant or person in charge of such property to correct such condition by treatment or
removal within fourteen (14) days of said notification. If such owner, occupant, or person
in charge of said property fails to comply within 14 days of receipt of notice, the Council
may cause the condition to be corrected and the cost assessed against the property.

Parks Maintenance Superintendent Scott Parcher reviewed the tree on October 19, 2017 and
attached is a report of his assessment on the tree. Additionally, attached are photos of the tree.

The Council is asked to visit the tree during the meeting on October 23™ and will be asked to make
a determination at their regular meeting on the status of the tree.

RECOMMENDATION: Mayor and City Council consider declaring the tree on propetty at 632
East 2™ Street a danger to adjoining property and pedestrians, order the tree’s immediate removal,
authorizing staff to cause the removal of the tree if the property owner fails to do so after 14 days
of receipt of the notice, and authorizing the assessment of the cost to remove said tree to the owner

of 632 East 2™ Street.

Purchase six (6) Kiefer Evolution HT Starting Blocks — $23,656.30

The Carroll Swim Team has fundraised to purchase six new starting blocks for the
Carroll Recreation Center swimming pool. They were able to raise the entire amount for
the blocks.

These new blocks will require new anchors to be installed so they have a proper fit in
the floor. Estimates for installation are $6,000 - $9,000. The Carroll Swim team is
currently trying to fundraise for the additional amount. These blocks will be used by the
City of Carroll for our summer swim program.

The Kiefer Evolution Starting Blocks are the preferred brand of the coaches with Carroll
Swim Team and we would recommend buying direct from Kiefer to get the best price.

Quotes may be solicited in person,
by telephone, from websites or in writing. The process for obtaining Council
approval is as follows:

1. All purchases or service contracts shall require a separate agenda
item.

2. All purchases or service contracts shall be accompanied by a
written recommendation from the City Manager for award.
