Annual Tax Increment Finance Appropriations for FY 2019

On December 27, 2016, the City entered into a development agreement (the “agreement”) with
Biokinemetrics Holdings LLC and DMBA Properties & Consulting, Inc. (the “Developer™). The
agreement required the developer to construct a 17,000-square foot building along with create 10 new
jobs in the building. In exchange, the City will provide a tax increment grant equal to the incremental
property tax revenues generated and paid by the developer on the new building over 15 years, not to
exceed a total grant amount of $300,000.

The agreement also provides a provision that each tax increment grant shall be subject to annual
appropriation by the City Council. Prior to December 1 of each year, during the term of the agreement,
the City Council shall consider the question of obligating to fund the tax increment grant to be
collected in the next fiscal year.

Annual appropriations is common language in development agreements of this type in Iowa and
without this language the City would be required to count the total amount of the grant against the
City’s debt obligations and constitutional debt limit. While this language allows the current and future
City Councils to choose to not appropriate funds for this grant in the future without any recourse from
the Developer, such an action does carry consequences for the City. If the Council would choose to
not appropriate funds the City’s bond rating would likely change to “junk status”. In the end, the
City’s ability to borrow funds could be affected and if the City were able to borrow funds then the City
would likely be hammered with a higher rate that could cost the City more in the end than the grant
payments themselves.

The developer has completed construction of the building as required by the agreement.

Attached is a resolution appropriating the tax increment finance (TIF) revenue to be collected in FY
2019 related to this project to be paid to the developer. The resolution also directs the






city clerk to certify the TIF debt to the county auditor by December 1, 2017 and to account for this in
the FY 2019 budget.

RECOMMENDATION: Council consideration and approval of the resolution obligating funds from
the Central Business District Urban Renewal Tax Revenue Fund for appropriation of the payment of
the tax increment grant to Biokinemetrics Holdings, LL.C and DMBA Properties & Consulting, Inc.

for FY 2019.

WHEREAS, the City of Carroll, ITowa (the “City”), pursuant to and in strict compliance
with all laws applicable to the City, and in particular the provisions of Chapter 403 of the Code
of Towa, has adopted a Fifth Amend and Restated Urban Renewal Plan for the Amended and
Restated Central Business District Urban Renewal Area (the “Urban Renewal Area™); and

WHEREAS, this Council has adopted an ordinance providing for the division of taxes
levied on taxable property in the Urban Renewal Area pursuant to Section 403.19 of the Code of
Iowa and establishing the fund referred to in Subsection 2 of Section 403.19 of the Code of Iowa
(the “Urban Renewal Tax Revenue Fund”), which fund and the portion of taxes referred to in
that subsection may be irrevocably pledged by the City for the payment of the principal and
interest on indebtedness incurred under the authority of Section 403.9 of the Code of Iowa to
finance or refinance in whole or in part projects in the Urban Renewal Area; and

WHEREAS, the City has agreed to make semi-annual payments which shall come due in
the fiscal year beginning July 1, 2018, under the Development Agreement dated December 27,
2016, (the “Agreement”) between the City and Biokinemetrics Holdings LLC and DMBA
Properties & Consulting, Inc., equal in amount to 100% of the Incremental Property Tax
Revenues (as such term is defined in the Agreement) received by the City during such fiscal year
- in respect of the Project (as such term is defined in the Agreement) (the “Annual Payment™), up
to the amount of the Maximum Grant Total described in the Agreement; and

WHEREAS, it is now necessary for the City Council to obligate for appropriation to the
Annual Payment, funds anticipated to be received in the Urban Renewal Tax Revenue Fund in

the fiscal year beginning July 1, 2018.

NOW, THEREFORE, It Is Resolved by the City Council of the City of Carroll, Iowa, as
follows:

Section 1. The City Council hereby obligates the said Incremental Property Tax
Revenues so received as describe in preambles hereof for appropriation from the Urban Renewal
Tax Revenue Fund to the Annual Payment in the fiscal year beginning July 1, 2018.

Section 2. The City Clerk is hereby directed to certify the amount obligated for
appropriation in Section 1 above, on the City’s December 1, 2017 certification of debt payable
from the Urban Renewal Tax Revenue Fund and to reflect such amount in the City’s budget for
the next succeeding fiscal year.






Section 3. All resolutions or parts of resolutions in conflict herewith are hereby
repealed.

SUBJECT: Fifth Amended and Restated Downtown Urban Renewal Internal Loan

For the past several years Council has passed separate resolutions to create interfund loans that
transferred money from the Water Utility Fund to the Corridor of Commerce Capital Project Fund to
pay for phases of the Streetscape projects. The loans are being repaid from tax increment financing
(TIF) collections. All loans, including the proposed new loan, are projected to be repaid by June 1,
2020 (FY 2020).

At this time, it is anticipated that an additional $985,500 will be needed for Streetscape Phase 9.

Attached is a resolution that authorizes a loan to the Corridor of Commerce Capital Project Fund from
the Water Utility Fund in the amount of $985,500 pledging tax increment revenues received with
respect to the Downtown Urban Renewal Area for the repayment of the loan. It has been advised by
our bonding attorney to document the entitlement for the repayment of the internal loan.

Section 403.19 of the Iowa Code requires the City Clerk to certify to the County Auditor no later than
December 1 the amount of TIF requested to pay for “loans, advances, indebtedness, or bonds payable”
in a particular urban renewal area.

RECOMMENDATION: Council consideration and approval of the attached Resolution that
authorizes the internal loan to the Corridor of Commerce Capital Project Fund from the Water Utility
Fund and pledging tax increment revenues from the Downtown Urban Renewal Area for the
repayment of the loan.






RESOLUTION NO.

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING A LOAN TO THE CORRIDOR OF COMMERCE
CAPITAL PROJECT FUND WITH REPAYMENT FROM THE DOWNTOWN
URBAN RENEWAL TAX INCREMENT REVENUE FUND

WHEREAS, the City of Carroll, lowa has established the Downtown Urban
Renewal Area (“the Urban Renewal Area”) and expects to undertake public
improvements including street resurfacing, streetscape improvements, storm sewers,
demolition, grading and site preparation, bridge, right-of-way purchase, safety and traffic
control improvements, paving and sidewalks in the Urban Renewal Area (the “Project”);
and

WHEREAS, in order to make the cost of the Project eligible to be paid from
incremental property tax revenues, it is necessary to create an internal debt;

NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of
Carroll, Iowa, as follows:

Section 1. Pursuant to Ordinance 1701, all incremental property tax revenues
received from the Urban Renewal Area shall be deposited into the previously established
Downtown Urban Renewal Area Tax Increment Revenue Fund (the “Tax Increment
Fund”).

Section 2. It is hereby directed that $985,500, and such other amounts as may
be determined by change orders to the contract for construction entered into with respect
to the Project improvements, be advanced from time to time to the Corridor of Commerce
Capital Project Fund from the Water Utility Fund in order to pay the costs of the Projects.
The advance shall be treated as an internal loan (the “Loan”) to the Corridor of
Commerce Capital Project Fund and shall be repaid from the Tax Increment Fund to the
Water Utility Fund, over two (2) years, with the option to pay all or any part of the
principal early if tax increment tax revenues are available, with an interest rate of 1.00%,
out of the incremental tax revenues received with respect to the Urban Renewal Area.
For purposes of calculating interest, the issue date shall be deemed to be December 1,
2017.

Payments shall be made on the Loan on December 1 and June 1 each year to the
extent there are incremental tax revenues available for such purposes which have been
allocated to or accrued in the Tax Increment Fund.

Section 3. The anticipated repayment schedule is as follows:

Section 4. The Tax Increment Fund is hereby pledged to the repayment of the
Loan. Pursuant to Section 403.19 of the Code of Iowa, the City Clerk is hereby directed
to certify to the County Auditor, no later than December 1, 2017, the original amount of
the Loan and the anticipated interest thereon.

A portion of that project is within the Corporate Limits on Grant Road (Mahogany Avenue) from
approximately Pleasant Ridge Road (210" Street) to south of Brookdale Drive. The discussion at the
time was that the City should be responsible for the cost of resurfacing within the Corporate Limits
and that those costs could be determined based on as-constructed quantities.

The Carroll County Engineer’s Office has invoiced, copy attached, for the propottionate share of the
resutfacing. The amount is $49,612.12.

The resurfacing is a good joint project on a heavily traveled route serving City and County residents
and visitors to Swan Lake State Patk. The concern with the project is that it was not proposed at a

time that the Mayor and Council could consider including it in the Budget.

The scope includes advancing three 20-ft temporary monitoring wells to sample soil and groundwater.
Analysis of collected samples will include RCRA 8 Metals by EPA Method 6010, volatile organic compounds
(VOCs) by EPA Method 8260, semivolatile organic compounds (SVOCs) by EPA Method 8270, for benzene,
toluene, ethylbenzene, and xylenes (BTEX) by lowa Method OA-1, for total extractable hydrocarbons (TEH)
as diesel and waste oil by lowa Method OA-2, and for chloride by EPA Method 9056.

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

BARKER LEMAR ENGINEERING CONSULTANTS (BARKER LEMAR) was contracted by the City of Carroll to complete a
Phase | Environmental Site Assessment (ESA) for a parcel located at 627 North Adams Street, Carroll,
lowa, (hereinafter “the subject site”). The subject site parcel is legally described per the Carroll County
Assessor’s Office as: ORIGINAL TOWN BLOCK 8 LOT 1 & N 52 FT OF LOT 2.

The subject site is located in the SW % of the SE % of Section 24, Township 84 North, and Range 35 West
in Carroll County, lowa.

This scope of work was performed in general accordance with ASTM Standards E-1527-13 for Phase |
ESAs, and in the proposal and terms and conditions authorized by the City of Carroll on March 30, 2016.

Below is a summary of BARKER LEMAR’S Phase | ESA.

e The subject site is a rectangular shaped parcel located in the southwest corner of the West 7"
Street and North Adams Street intersection in Carroll, lowa. According to the Carroll County
Assessor’s Office, the subject site is currently owned by Commercial Savings Bank. The subject

site parcel is currently occupied by a bank.
e The immediate vicinity generally consists of commercial properties to the north, east, south, and

west.

e The owner questionnaire was completed by the owner representative, Mr. Paul Milligan,
President of Commercial Savings Bank, on April 12, 2016. No RECs were known or identified by
Mr. Milligan. Details of the interviews are discussed in Section 3.3.

e The user questionnaire was completed by Mr. Randall Krauel, Director of Public Works for the
City of Carroll on May 12, 2016. Mr. Krauel indicated no activity use limitations (AUL) exist for
the site to his knowledge, and requested a lien search for the property.

e A lien search of the property was completed at the Client’s request. No liens or AULs regarding
the subject property were found. The completed search is included in Appendix J.

e The City of Carroll Fire Department was contacted on May 6, 2016 regarding spills or other
environmental issues associated with the subject site. Mr. Greg Schreck, Fire Chief of the Carroll
Fire Department, stated that he did not recall any emergency responses to the subject site
regarding environmental conditions or potentially hazardous materials.

e Upon review of historical aerial photographs, the subject site appears to have been initially
disturbed prior to 1938, with what appears to be a residence. The residence was converted into
a clinic and later was demolished and rebuilt as a commercial property prior to 1961.

e Subject site reconnaissance was conducted by BARKER LEMAR personnel on April 12, 2016. BARKER
LEMAR personnel were accompanied by the site representative, Mr. Ryan Milligan, Vice President
of Commercial Savings Bank, during a portion of the inspection of the subject site.

e The presence of leaking muriatic acid containers in the basement utility room of the site
constitutes a recognized environmental concern (REC).

e The presence of partially full aboveground storage tanks and seemingly empty aboveground
storage tanks observed along the north and east exterior wall of the Santa Maria Winery,
located to the southwest of the subject site, constitutes a REC.

e PCB labeling indicating that the transformers did not contain PCBs was observed on the
transformers located to the north of the site, and no labeling or indication of potential PCBs was
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observed on the southern transformers. The presence of transformers without PCB labeling
constitutes a REC.

e Sanborn maps were available from 1893 to 1948. The subject site was depicted as a dwelling in
the 1893 map, and was converted to a clinic beginning in the 1935 map.

e According to Cole Information Services, the subject site was listed as Commercial Savings Bank in
1971, 1977, 1982, and 1987; Charlene Moehn, Commercial Savings Bank, and Moehn Family LLC in
2003; and Commercial Savings Bank in 2008 and 2013.

e The city directory listings reviewed for the immediate site vicinity suggest that a dry cleaner,
printing store, auto store, and paint store have historically operated within 1.0 mile of the subject
site between 1971 and 2013. The proximity of the listings to the subject site constitute a REC.

e The regulatory records reviewed for the immediate site vicinity indicate three sites that
considered REC/HRECs are within a 1-mile radius of the site. These sites include Carroll Coal
Gas, Kasperbauer Cleaners, and an Unnamed Cleaner located at 101 East 6" Street. Reviews of
regulatory records are discussed further in Section 7.

e An asbestos inspection of property was conducted on April 12, 2016. Analytical results of
samples obtained from 15 of the 64 samples collected from various building components
contained asbestos. Presence of asbestos-containing materials (ACMs) on the site is considered
a REC.

Based upon this assessment, the ESA has provided evidence suggesting that Recognized Environmental
Concerns from current and historical use/storage of hazardous substances and/or petroleum products
at the site and adjacent properties exist. Additional assessment is warranted.

Currently the team is training and will be certified and on patrol on November 22, 2017,
Before that time, the policy should be re-enacted to give guidance on the use of the team.
Minimal changes have occurred in the existing policy and an additional item was added.
The additional line was added to credit the handler for time needed during the day for
care of the canine while off duty. The other minimal changes are the listed ways to
contact the K9 team.

Attached to this memo is the Police Service Dog Team policy.

I. Purpose

The purpose of this policy is to establish procedure and guidelines for the Police Service Dog
Team (PSDT).

Il. Policy

The PSDT program was established to aid in the detection of controlled substances, locating lost
or missing persons and apprehension of criminals. This SOP will provide policy guidance which
will identify the scope of the Carroll Police Department PSDT.

lll. Duties and Responsibilities

A. The duties and responsibilities of the PSDT shall include, but are not limited to, the
following:

1. Narcotics detection

2. Field searches

3. Special purpose searches such as tracking and article searches

4. Demonstrations and other public relations functions when so directed by the Chief of

Police.

B. The duties and responsibilities of the PSD handler will include, but not be limited to, the
following:
1. Communicate to supervisors and co-workers any information or training needed to
help facilitate the use of the PSD Team.
2. Maintain the department-furnished kennels at the handler's residence and police
department bay.
a. The police K-9 shall be under the control of the handler when not in the handler’s
home or kennel.
3. Arrange veterinary care when needed. The Chief of Police shall be notified when
veterinary care is needed. The handler shall prepare reports and keep files for all
veterinary care received.
4. Make sure that unattended vehicles containing the PSD are secured.
5. Respond and conduct narcotic searches on request, or when needed, when consistent
with department policy.
6. Prepare appropriate reports at the conclusion of narcotics searches.
7. Conduct periodic training sessions to maintain the proficiency of the PSD.






8. Provide for the feeding, care maintenance and training of the assigned PSD.
Recommend equipment purchase or replacement as necessary.

9. Canine handlers shall receive one (1) hour credited to each work shift for canine and
kennel care. Such hour shall be straight time pay and be duty-free. At the discretion of the
Employer, each work shift for a Canine handler may be reduced by up to one (1) hour in
order to maintain an overall 40-hour work week.

IV. Procedure
A. Requests for use of the PSD Team.

1. The use of the PSD will be determined by the handler and/or the Chief of Police. If the
PSD Team is needed, the requesting officer should contact the handler directly. The
requesting officer shall brief the handler on the situation, and the handler will then make
a determination on whether it will be feasible for the team to assist or not. In the event
that the PSD Team is needed while off duty, the requesting officer should consult with the
on-duty sergeant, or in the absence of a sergeant, the most senior officer. If it is agreed
that the PSD Team should be called out, the handler should be called, briefed on the
situation, and he/she will then make a determination whether or not it will be feasible for
the team to respond. There will be some situations where due to feeding schedules, or
the availability of the PSD Team, the team will not be able to respond. The ultimate
decision will rest with the handler and/or the Chief of Police.

B. Requests From Other Law Enforcement Agencies.

Requests from other law enforcement agencies shall be referred to the on-duty sergeant.
If there is not a sergeant available, these requests should be referred to the handler. If
the handler is not on duty, the requesting agency should contact the handler directly. Upon
review of the request, the handler will decide whether or not it will be feasible for the team
to respond. If there is any doubt, the handler shall contact the Chief of Police. At no time
will the PSD Team be allowed to leave the city if it will leave less than two officers on duty.

*If a disagreement arises between the requesting officer or sergeant and the PSD handler
whether or not to deploy the dog, the requesting party will recognize the expertise and
judgment of the PSD handler regarding the most effective application of the dog to a given
problem. When requested to respond to a situation, reasons relating to the deployment of the
PSD Team to the problem shall be the responsibility of the PSD handler.

C. PSD Vehicle

To assure a more rapid response to callback situations, a vehicle will be assigned to the
PSD Team to be kept at the handler’s residence, except when the handler is on vacation.
The handler is responsible for the proper cleaning, inspection, repair and use of the
vehicle, in accordance with normal department procedure.

D. PSD Uniforms
The Chief of Police may allow for certain changes in the prescribed uniform as the
needs of the PSD Team dictate.

E. Hours of Assignment






1. The hours of assignment and scheduling of the PSD Team will be established by the
Chief of Police. Hours will be adjusted to accommodate callback time, care and
maintenance of the dog and other situations requiring the presence of the PSD Team.

2. Canine handlers shall receive one (1) hour credited to each work shift for canine and
kennel care. Such hour shall be straight time pay and be duty-free. At the discretion
of the Employer, each work shift for a Canine handler may be reduced by up to one
(1) hour in order to maintain an overall 40-hour work week.

V. Retirement of the PSD

Age will not be the only factor affecting the acceptable performance of a PSD. lliness, injury
or mental condition are also factors which may be considered when contemplating retirement
for the PSD.

When the PSD is no longer capable of performing at an acceptable level due to any of the
aforementioned (or other) reasons, it shall be retired from service. This decision will be made
by the Chief of Police in consultation with the PSD handler.

Because the PSD may have been purchased with funds provided from a variety of sources
(including public funds), certain guidelines or stipulations may have to be followed in the
disposition of the retired animal. Every attempt will be made to turn the dog over to the handler,
if they desire, or other prospective owner. The new owner may be required to sign a release
form as prepared by the city attorney, accepting all responsibilities for said dog.
