BACKGROUND

On March 29, 2017, tobacco retailer compliance checks by the Carroll Police Department
resulted in a citation being issued to an employee of Hy-Vee for providing tobacco to a minor. In
accordance with State law, the City must pursue a civil penalty against the tobacco permit holder.
HyVee is allowed to utilize an affirmative defense in this instance, since its employee had completed
the tobacco compliance training program pursuant to the Jowa Code. In cases like these, HyVee is
allowed to use this defense once in a four-year period. HyVee has acknowledged this in it’s Settlement

Agreement attached hereto.

Motion authorizing the Mayor to execute the Order accepting the Settlement Agreement from
the above retailer for violation of the State’s tobacco law.

With at least one City Council member and representatives from OPN Architects unable to
attend the Council meeting on December 11, staff has been working to reschedule, as quickly
as possible, the Library/City Hall project discussion that was tabled at the November 27
Council meeting. After talking with all Council members, staff, and representatives from
OPN Architects, it appears that a meeting on December 18 works for everyone.

Pursuant to Chapter 15 of the Municipal Code, Mayor Jensen has called for a special meeting
of the Carroll City Council to be held on Monday, December 18,2017 at 5:15 p.m. in the City
Council Chambers in the Farner Government Building at 112 E. 5" Street, Carroll, Towa,
concerning the Carroll Public Library/City Hall project.

At the December 27, 2016 meeting, Council approved rescheduling the December 25, 2017
Council meeting to December 26, 2017. In addition, staff reviewed the business that would
need to be conducted at the December 26 meeting and determined that business could be
conducted at the December 18 Council meeting; therefore, staff is requesting Council to
consider moving the regularly scheduled Council meeting from December 26, 2017 to
December 18, 2017.

By a vote of 7-0 the Parks, Recreation and Cultural Board voted for
the hours to be:

(1) All enclosed shelter houses will close at 12:00 midnight and will remain closed
until 6:00 am.

(2) All Parks along with open shelter houses will close at 11:00 pm and will remain
closed until 8:00 am with the exception of North East Park which will close at
10:00 pm and will remain closed until 6:00 am.

City staff does support this modification to the ordinance. If approved by City Council the
new ordinance will read:
